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ON THE INFLUENCE OF THE INDO-GERMAN PATTERN
OF NEGATIONS

U. Masing

L One of the most characteristic features of IG languages is
the “particle of negation” (Verneinungspartikel, Wortnegation:

Walde-Pokorny II, 319 f.) *#-, called *“alpha steretikon/privati-
vum” by grammarians, an unstressed form of the propositional
negation (Satznegation) né, ne. (The full form, however, is in
Balto-Slavic always, in other 1G languages sporadically used

instead of *#-, e. g., lat. rtefas, gr. nekerdos.) The primary meaning
of this prefix is presumed to have been “not supplied with (— not
having/possessing) a thing or a quality” (like Coptic at- < iwtj
“not having”). Theoretically, consequently, it must always ex-
press a strictly limited state in the sphere of notions which can be
thought of as eventual or probable possessions. Since all the
words of all the IG languages are designating really existing
entities and not merely the absence of some real entity, the
sisteretic” nouns likewise denote really existing enti'ties. Practi-
cally in every IG language, however, the “steretic prefix” is used
to convey a number of different meanings, frequently it cannot be
employed in the primary meaning at all (the languages have in
such cases formed new media), it cannot be extended upon all
eventual possessions, or, it was found to be unsuitable for ex-
pressing some kinds of negations on a higher plane. The restrict-
ing and remoulding factors have been emotional and philosophical
ones rather than logical. These factors may be differentiated into
three classes:

a) One of the cardinal problems for IG thought, viz. “being”
‘compared with, or set in contrast to “having”, that is to say,
“is” anything (a substance) identical with its (essential or
accidental) characteristics, or does it “have” them, since they all
(the essential ones too) may be acquirable in some manner or
other? This is, probably, only a different way of asking “what
is the essence of something?”, or, the first one may be a different
aspect of the second one. This cardinal problem has deeply
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influenced the. kind of meaning a “steretic” noun has had ter
convey. The best examples are Greek words of the type apatér
“fatherless” and “unfatherly” (likewise ametdr), but the more
common types are of same kind (e. g., as6tos- “without salvation/'
salvability, unsalvable” and “insalutary”; atechnos “made with-
out skill, simple” and “unskilled”; atemeles “not cared about,
neglected” and “careless, carefree, negligent”). It may be assumed
that in the course of determining the essence of a notion more
precisely by asking “what is NN essentially?”, the genus
FATHER was dic'’hotomically divided into diametrically opposed
antithetical species which can be expressed as “FATHER-father”l
and “FATHER-(without) father (less) ”. (This process can described’
through a ternary nomenclature too.) It is now understandable,
how apatdr has got its double meaning. This does mean, however,
that they did discriminate between “physical-ontical” FATHER,,
and the “thetical-entelechial” father, i. e.,, the FATHER supplied
with the qualifications a father should possess to tally with
the norms and the requirements of commonsense opinion. The
entelechial qualities are in a certain sense potential, they may
be thought of as essential, accidental, or occasionally concomi-
tant ones, they are, however, indispensable for FATHER in
order to be really “FATHER-father”. The thetical meaning of the
basic word may not be always so noticeable as here, but it is
evident that, e. g., techne is “skill, method, artifice”, and thetic-
ally “an artistic quality”, since a technit§s making atechnos ob-
jects is not himself an atechnos. The thetical words as real enti-
ties emancipated from their substrates could now be applied
anywhere as new evaluations. One could with the same right
speak about “unkingly king” as about “unkingly lion”, or
“unwomanly lioness”.

Most of the IG languages have striven to differentiate the
“physical” and the “thetical” meanings by modifying the forml
of the adjectives, e. g. agnd(s)tos (skr. ajnata-) is translated
as “unknown, stranger” and “unknowing, ignorant”, but there are
in the modern IG languages many words with a double meaning of
this kind nevertheless, e. g., ungrate(ful), undankbar “thankless,
nicht dankend” and “not causing thankfulness, undankbar”. On the
other hand, in all IG languages “alpha steretikon” has retained
its double function, although it cannot exhibit of them in the
same compound word. One many quote here Ossetic
rr — compounds, e. g. rr-gad “without fame”, x-rag “not early,
late”. In German there has been a tendency to mix up thetical
“rw-"words with physical *“ohn(e)”-words, similarly in Russian
with respect to the prefixes bez- and ne-, as they both can have
the physical meaning “without”, e. g., bez-jne-gramotnli “illite-
rate”, bez-Jnevinnnii ’innocent”, etc.

The independent existence of “rr-"words, is in some cases so
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absolute, that the negated word itself is not used longer, e g,
<3r. ablemes, adamads, aphrdn; Lat. imbScillus, itnberbus, inermis,
iners, igtiéro, inopia; Germ. Unflat, Unfug, Unhold, unrettbar;
Engl, uncouth, ungainliness, ungalled, unpathed; Russ. nedug,
neryakha, neuk, necayannit, etc.

b) All languages are possessing a set of words which may
be called syzygic (correlative, conjointed), i, e., words with a real
counterpart (enantios, contrarius) in the given language, like
fusing Cicero’s examples): white-black, swift-slow. Since the
negation of the first member of such pairs would be the affirma-
tion of the second one, the language actually is in no great need
of the “steretic” particle in such cases. The pairs themselves,
however, may be interpreted differently. One may think of them
as of two sides or two extremes of the same phenomenon which is
conceived as a continuity. It is possible, however, to deal with
the two extreme points on a line, or two surfaces of a globe as
antitheses or oppositions, since every thinking person may assume
that all continuities are illusory. In this case one member of the
syzygic pairs is usually established as a “positive” one (for the
Nature, more or less identical with mankind), sometimes
“positive” is even identified with “absolutely necessary”, and the
other one as lacking the positive essence of the first. Therefore
one is not only justified but obliged to speak of “warm” and
“unwarm” as antitheses, and the use of “cold” may become
obsolete at all. If it is not forbidden, one must at least be careful
in applying “bad” and “unlucky” words. He must avoid them
speaking in public, since the open use of such words may be
causing some disaster to the others, or to himself. One must be
careful in using them even then, when one is speaking of things
or persons rejected. It is always better to call someone “unfriend”
than to call him “enemy”. All the IG philosophers have always
been busy to divide the whole reality (of the language) in such
syzygic pairs on the one hand, on the other hand they have
created new ones using the “steretic” particle. Since this particle,
however, has got a double meaning, this instability is a great
hindrance for a really dualistic philosophy. Pairs like *“king-
subject”, “man-woman” may be treated as antitheses in the
“physical” sense, one genus lacking what the other does possess.
The same pairs, however, may also be examined as different
species of a genus obtained by different kinds of classification.
The differentia specifica between two species may be promoted
to an antithesis, but the philosophers begin to be unsure in such
cases. Transitional phases between “man-woman” and “good-
evil”, in the “physical” sense of these words, may be illusions;
transitional phases between the “thetical” meanings of such
notions are observable nevertheless. As the syzygic pairs in this
process, one after other, are being emptied of independent existence
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and dissolved into two species of a more general .genus, the philo-
sophers begin to feel that the “wm/i-"words do not designate in-
dependent entities at all, being only media for shortening longer
expressions. There is actually no apatdr in mankind, since all
children are produced by a father, and a father cannot be absolute-
ly apatdr. Similarly with the syzygies promoted to antitheses, like
“man-woman” (the basic antithesis of IG languages) which are
only words designating two different factors for producing new
individuals; or “light-darkness” which are only words designating
the visible and invisible parts of the same process.

There are very few such “««-"words in Greek and Latin, e. g-
a-megethds “un-great”. ' The German languages do commonly
follow the rule (Paul 656), that the members of such syzygic pairs
and the adjectives possessing no simple antithesis at all (e. g.r
colours) cannot be compounded with “un-", but some of such
words are used in very restricted limits, e. g., unseem, unwell
unwet-, ungut, unfern, etc. In other IG languages, like Russian,,
there is no such commonly observed rule, and a great number of
their “ne-"words cannot be adequately translated, not only into
languages as Arabic or Finnish, but into other IG languages,
as well. This tendency has reached its culmination in artificial
languages, like Esperanto with its “mal-".

The reason for the proliferation of “me”-words lies in the fact,,
that ne- is a prepositional negation too, therefore words like
nekholodriil can be translated as “not cold”, “uncold” (“no-
cold”, “non-cold”), since “not” is only a propositional negation.
Classical Latin non is usually too a propositional negation (there
are exceptions), German nicht has got also two meanings, its
proliferation is only more restricted by un-. The uncertainty
inherent in German adjectives of the types “nichtfreundlich-
unfreundlich” will be discussed here wunder c¢). One of the
psychical reason for favouring words like “un-great, un-good,
un-cold” (and “un-little, un-bad, un-warm”) was indicated here.
It will be too discused under c). Naturally, there are other
psychical factors favouring the use of negations (there may be-
a dualistic principle inherent in IG languages), the fundamental
one, in my opinion, is the cautiousness. Calling a spade a spade
calls for an appropriate reaction to it, calling it “non-axe” does
not oblige to a reaction at all.

c) Notions like “inhuman (ity) ”, “unwarm(ness) ” were trans-
formed to independent entities (therefore, “positive” or “real™
ones) and they no longer could be exact vehicles for expressing
physical absences or privations. (Only in religious and philo-
sophical discussions it was possible to contend for a really
dualistic world in which, e. g., “unfather(li)ness” was an entity
which acquired by a man made him “unfatherly”, acquired by a
child made it “fatherless”). Therefore nearly all IG languages.
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were compelled to create new modes for expressing the two
“negative” states, the antithetical and the steretical, discussed
under cc) and ccc).

cc) The term “antithetical” (contradictory, antilectical) itself
is an allusion to the fact that Greek did not possess an actually
negative prefix to express the logical contradiction, since anti-
primarily had the meaning of “equal to, comparable with” (e. g.T
antianeira fem. “a woman equal to a man (Amazons)”, antitheos
masc., fem. “a human being comparable with a god”), but did
not contain the meaning of “all conceptions not included in the
conception referred to”. Such negations have to be abbreviations
of verbal sentences, like, “there are entities which can be called
human, there are entities which cannot be called human”, which
logically are | and O propositions. This is evident in Greek and
Latin, since the propositional negation is placed before the verb
“to be”. The use of old propositional negations né, né, ni (EngL
no, OldGerm. ni) is limited in Latin (it may be used for negating-

nouns too) and a new one was evolved out of *i}-oinom > non
(on the same base German has formed nein) which placed be-
fore nouns could create contradictory notions. The German

languages developed a new kind of negation out of *i}-ueqti
(“something”), Got niwaiht, Engl. *nawiht >» not, Germ.
ni-(eo)-wiht < nicht. This was at first used only as a rein-
forcing adverb in verbal sentences negated by ni/'en .(Paul 433)
which was dying out already in the 13-th century. Through the
extensive use in philosophy, “nicht” is turned into a contradictory
prefix which can be connected with nomina actionis or agentis,
and at last with all kinds of nouns, the language is only uncertain
about the orthography of sentences, like “es ist nicht blau” —
“es ist nichtblau”. In English “not” is in such cases used as a
separate word, or replaced by “un-" and “non-”". There is in Ger-
man a curious tendency to replace old “m/r-”wouds by more
modern “wc/?-"words. The difference between the meanings of
“Unmensch” and “Nichtmensch” is evident, the difference between
“unmenschlich”-*nichtmenschlich” is turning into a very vague
one altogether.

There was a German missa/e- “to miss the point” which con-
nected with nouns has got at first the meaning of “pseudo-, false,
unright; (e. g., Missverstdndnis-misunderstanding); evil, bad
(e. g., Missetat-misdeed)”, and at last has got the meaning of an
antithetical prefix transforming nouns into contradictory ones
(e. g. Missgefallen-mislike-, Missgliick, -erfolg-misluck\ Missge-
horsamkeit-misobedience\ Misstrauen-mistrust). The semantical
instability seems to have been an obstacle to use this prefix more
frequently.

All such words, initially composed for designating absences,
were by their users inevitably transformed into more or less

permanent, really existing entities. The philosophers have discussed
the problem of “being” (— essence, existence) of the “non-being”
(Nichtsein) at great length and in detail.

ccc) For designating the really “steretical”, more or less
temporary privation, the IG languages had to invent new prefixes
or prepositions. Most of them were developed independently, there-
fore the 1G languages do very much differ in this respect. Common
to them all is, however, the same tendency to treat nouns formed
by a steretical prefix as real entities once again.

Three of them are remodelled 1G forms. There is Lat. sine, which
is connected with Skr. sanitur, Greek ater, OHGerm. suntar,
ASax. sundar, Germ, sonder(n), Engl, sunder (Walde 575), but
is really used as an abessive preposition only in Latin. Greek
ater may be connected with Skr. ano, Gr. aneu, OHGerm. &nafujo,
ASax. ano, Germ, ohne (Walde-Pokorny 1, 127). It was rather
unusual in Greek (a new abessive preposition was evolved from
the adverb chdris “out of, excepted”, some other adverbs were
used in this sense too), it is commonly used, however, in German.
In the colloquial use it got mixed up with un (e. g., ohnfehlbar,
ohnfern), and, as the language was regulated, curiously, the word
ohn-Geféhr “sine dolo, without a bad purpose” was remade into
ungefahr  “approximately, roughly about”. The Balto-Slavic
languages have made such a prefix and preposition out of

*bhe(gh)- “out of, without”, Skr. bahih, Lit. be, Latv. be(z), OSI.

be(z) (Walde-Pokorny I, 137). As a prefix it is frequently mixed
up semantically with ne- (since ne- has not lost its steretic
meaning entirely), but the difference between them can be
emphasized by using differently formed adjectives (e. g., bes-
celovecnii  “inhuman” == ne-celovecniv, ne-celoveceskii “not
human, superhuman”, cf. Germ, ungldubig more or less identical
with nichtgldubig “not believing, unbelieving”; unglaublich “un-
believable”). There is a quantity of “ne-bez-words, some of which
may be translation loans from the Prussian official language
(based on Latin), like nebezizvestnii “nicht ohn(un-)bekannt, not
unknown”, and at first used in the colloquial language only
ironically. In this manner the official language can diplomatically
misuse all notions, since such constructions might have either the
meaning of “well known, evil famed”, or “insufficiently known”,
and only the official himself could know which meaning of the
two was decisive. As long as an attack is called “un acte peu
(or, non) amical”, it is possible to parley, as soon as it is called
“*hostile”, the reaction must be a war. Adjectives formed with two
negative prefixes are not very usual in other IG languages, but
there are examples, like unimmortal.

Perhaps the last, in any case the most curious, negation is the
privative suffix -less, -los in German languages. It can be com-
pounded only with substantives. Prepositions can be used as
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postpositions in some IG languages (e. g., Hettitic, Osco-
Umbrian), new quasi-casesuffixes (e. g., in Ossetic), however,
are a rarity. They are, in all probability, called forth through the
influence of a substrate, or a neighbouring language using
casesuffixes. Such words are real privative adjectives which can
be evolved into abstract substantives thought to be real entities
(e. g., Hoffnungslos-ig-keit “hopelessness”). The semantical diffe-
rence between the different kinds of negative abstract substantives
is in many cases undetermined and very vague.

It is in many respects instructive now to consider the diffe-
rent ways of translating the Greek “alpha steretikon” in Latin
Vulgata. There are nine of them. In most cases “m”-words are
used, it may be however translated with non (e. g., akatakalyptos
“non velatus”), with sine (e. g., aneleos “sine misericordia”), with
an affirmative adjective (e. g., akeraios “simplex”), or with two
equivalents (e. g., amerimnos “securus, sine solicitudine”, there
are five combinations possible in this case), or with three
equivalents (e. g., agamos “innupta, non nupti, qui sine uxore
est”). The sole way not used, would be to translate the same word
not only with a “nom”-word, but also with an affirmative adjective.
Consequently, whereas “non” was semantically stable, *“alpha
steretikon” and “m-” were semantically unsteady (e. g., anomos
“iniustus, sine lege”; anhypotaktos “inobediens, non subditus”;
anhydros “inaquosus, sine aqua, aridus”).

The manifoldness and the abundance of negative modifications
is an indication that the existence and the nature of negative
states has been of the utmost importance in the reality of all
IG languages. They have been steadily losing the primary assert-
ions of “steretic” states, have made out of them real (there-
fore, positive) entities and, consequently, have been compelled to
create perpetually new prefixes for expressing a more or less
temporary privation or absence. They have endeavoured to
establish a difference between contraries and contradictories, the
outcome of this process has however always been the same: such
differentiations are not accepted, the newly created forms are
once again transformed into entities of some kind. The rules of
the Aristotelian logic are actually abstracted forms of grammati-
cal usages: the law of identity (A=A) is the Greek conviction
that all words “physei” (or “thesei”, but not many Greek philo-
sophers have been nominalists-termmists) are corresponding to
real entities; the law of contradiction (A or non-A, not both) is
an expression for the exclusiveness of the segments of a bisected
reality; the law of the excluded middle (there are only two
segments, viz. A and non-A) is a consequence of the preceding
laws recapitulated in usum delphini. Accordingly, the sole task
for real philosophers is everywhere and always only the determi-
nation of the essential characteristics of really existing non-A’s
and their relations to the essential characteristics of A’s.
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2. This manner to interpret and to explain Reality is not
the only possible and the universal one, it is not the sole way
for examining it. The methods of the Semitic and the Uralic
languages are totally different.

In Akkadian it is indeed possible to use the verbal negation
(uw)la <C *la’ for negating nouns (e. g., dabab Id kitti(m) “word:
:not:of truth (gen.)”, 14 patitu “not opened”, etc.). Admitting the
influence of Greek upon analogical constructions in classical
Syriac, Brockelmann (I, 481) is concluding, since such cases do
occur in Akkadian, that through the Greek influence they were
“wohl befdrdert, nicht aber erst hervorgerufen”. In my opinion
such words are in most cases (if not in all) translation loans
called forth by Sumerian “««™-negations. It is not surprising,
since Akkadian for a long time had been a lingua franca, that
some of those words were taken over by other Semitic languages.
As far as | can see, no such words are found in Ugaritic, there
is, however, a quantity of them in Hebrew (e. g., lo’6&Rar (Akk. la
amatu) “not word nothing (at all)”, lo’ sebek “unrighteous-

ness’, lo’ t6f “not good”, lo’ %en “unright(eous),” etc., and as
relative sentences, e. g., lo'dere% “which is not a way”, /o’ “oal/z

“one who is without strength”). According to Kohler 467, “most
of these (last mentioned) formations are spontaneous and not
to be repeated”, they may be, in my opinion, some relics of old
translation loans too. As a negation of nouns la’ is more frequ-
ently met in Aramaic, and it is very frequent in classical Syriac
translations (e. g., 1& mail&4a ’immortal”, 14 maidftifta ’im-
mortality”, 14 aldht'i’'a “atheism”, 14 marduftd “inhumanity,
uncivility”, etc.), and more frequent still in the form of a
nominalized expression of abbreviated negative final sentences.
The conjunction d. 14 “so as (in order) not to...” (ut non, ne)
connected with nomina actionis could be interpreted as “without”.
Since such forms frequently were equivalents to Greek “alpha
steretikon”, the translators began to use d. 14 for other nuances
of it too, for nuances which to a Syrian were all interpretable as
“without”, like: d4a alah “without god, atheist(ical)”, d-l14 alaha
“without God, impious”; d-1& hausan “without mercy, unmerciful”,

d4a mertidn “without number, innumerable”, d-1& rahme “without

compassion, ruthless”, etc. This kind of privative nouns was used
only in Syriac, not in other Aramaic dialects (Palestinian
Aramaic, perhaps, excepted) which did use only 14 in such cases.
In classical Arabic this use of l4 is quite exceptional and in
modern Arabic it is common only in literally translated terms
(e. g., l&-dini “unreligious, antireligious™).

All Canaanite dialects have had a special negation, viz., balf
b4i, bilti (generally supposed to be a noun “detrition, destruc-
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tion” -v “nonexistence”, in all likelihood this explanation is an
incorrect one) which, curiously enough, is not used only in
negating nouns (e. g., bdi sent “without a name, inglorious”; b li
tahdér “not clean, unclean”), but may be a verbal negation too

in some kinds of literature.

The Semitic word for “to be” is a dynamic one (i. e.,, “to occur,
to come to pass, to become”), statements about something statio-
nary were expressed by nominal sentences having as a predicative
a noun or a participle. When the sole fact of existing was
emphasized, it could be expressed with an exclamatory noun, viz.,
akk. i8& (only here a real verb!), hebr. ie§, Aram. *i&(ai) “there
is!”. The “general negation” in Arabic (e. g., la ildha “there is
no god”) is an exclamation too. The most usual negations of
nominal sentences are: a) The verbal negation *la’ alone, parti-
cularly, when the predicative is a participle. More often *la’ is
combined with a pronomen (e g.. Syr. lau (< *l&-hi) b-tyuxlana
“not-he in hope; hopeless”), or with the emphasizing existential,
viz., akk. 1a8§0, syr. 1a-’id >m lait, Ar. laisa (*la-iisa). The last is
used, either as a copula with the predicative in the acc. case, or
with the preposition bi- (e. g., Laisa biharidzin minha “he (is) not:
with someone coming out: of her”), or (like its Uralic analogy) as
a conjugated negative verb (e. g., laisat ‘alaihim ’ardiiatun “she
is not: upon them: a vestment”), b) Two forms of the same inter-
rogative pronomen are used, viz. *a{ “where?”, Akk. aiu(m)
“who?” Hebr. 7 “where? how?”, Arab, ’adu(n) “who?”; and *a{na
“where?”, Akk. (a)ianu(m) “where being?”, Hebr. ’aun, st. cstr.
en (e.g., ’en’ls “where man?” “there is no man here”) with
which originally identical are Akk. ai (prohibitive), Aeth. ’I- (the
usual negation) and, probably Arab, ’in (used in verbal sentences
too). Only in Arabic Ta “what?” may be used, not only in nominal
sentences (e. g., ma dahibatun hindu “what:goer: Hind” -m
“Hind is not going”), but in verbal ones also (e. g., ma 3Sariba
“what: he has drunk” -> “he has not drunk”; mé& iaSrabu “what:
he does drink” -> *he is not drinking”). In modern Hebrew ’en
and bXi both are used for nominal negations (e. g., en lel “heart-
less, unmerciful”, b. U sécpek “doubtless, unquestionably”) bilti
before adjectives and participles is for translating “biM”-words

(e. g., bilti legiLl *“illegal™), I-l0’ before verbal nouns is forning
adverbs (eg., I.1d’ hoTil “for-not: benefit” -*s “uselessly, vainly”),
etc.

It is a coincidence, worth mentioning here, that in everyday
Estonian conversation (when it is only somewhat animated)
rhetorical questions are used instead of negations, e g., mis
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mees ta on?! “wihat: man : he:is?” “he is not manful”; kus
siin ruumi on?\ “where: here:space: is?” -> “there is no space

here”; kust ma seda votan?\” “whence : | :this: take?” -> “I have
not gotten it”; kuidas ta seda vdib teada?\ “how:he:this:can:
know?” “he cannot know it”, etc. This style of speaking is,

probably, the most regular one in accusations, apologies and
justifications, since the simple negation of a fact is not credited
with a real credibility.

It is impossible to establish suitable rules of a philosophical
logic for such languages, because the nouns are for a great part
deverbalized and of secondary importance only. Since the actions
and their characteristics are the really important part of Reality
here, they cannot be conceived as occasional incidents only and
cannot be undetermined. The reason of the fatalistic mentality
of the Semitic peoples, therefore, lies in their languages. The
negations of unfinished actions are generally identical with
prohibitions, the negations of a finished action, however, do
possess the character, either of an accusation or of a protesting
self-justification. It is instructive, that the verb “to miss the

mark” (Arab, hatiia) is the root for the normal word denoting
“sin, offence” (hebr. *hete’), but not for something contradictory.

As we know, the laws were at first codified by Semites (the
Sumerian code excepted) and the most important creators of
the Roman law have been Semites also. A code of laws must be
built up logically and systematically at last. The logic of juris-
prudence, however, is only superficially similar to the scholastic
logic of IG philosophers, since it is employed for deducing rules,
or methods, how to reduce all conceivable actions to those
registered ones which are forbidden or not forbidden. The logical
rules of deduction de minore ad maius, or de maiore ad minus

(both called kal uahomer in Talmudic law) are not applied to

discover hidden “truths”, but to establish registers of punishable
and impunishable actions. The pedantries of scholastic philoso-
phers are very often made ridiculous, the ones committed by
jurists are admired for their ingeniousness, as, for example, the
demonstration of a German lawyer at the height of World
War |, that a gallant blond soldier appropriating a foreign bullet
by the help of his body, cannot be, according to Roman law,
committing a thieving action (i. e.,, obtaining other people’s
propriety), because, etc.; or the discussions of Talmudic jurists
about both problems either, e. g., how great must be the quantity
of any portable thing to establish for it the definition of “burden,
load”, or, since the notion of “carrying” is made up of “liftingl
up”, “walking”, “laying down”, the person putting into practice
this action without its first or last part, obviously, is not
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“carrying” at all. Since in the Semitic languages Reality 1
consists of “functions” and *“sets”, they cannot develop a notion

of “absolute nothingness”, or “zero”, there might be a “non-
presence” (Nichtvorhandensein), but not a “non-existence”
(Nichtsein). The problem of “subsistence” and “existence” is an
extraneous one in Islamic philosophy.

3. The Uralic languages had at least one “negative auxiliary
verb” *e- (the Ugric languages have preserved only vestiges of
it, the Samoyed languages have many such verbs), they have,
however, no verb expressing “to have”. This conjugated verb is
used for uttering a temporary lack or absence of some quality,
or some process. The verbs negated by it appear in the form of
a verbal noun which is generally thought to be a nomen actionis,
in my opinion, however, it is a kind of verbal adjective. Since there
is no fundamental difference between things (i. e., processes)
and qualities in the Uralic languages, most verbal nouns have
a double meaning. The Semitic negation *(u)la is thought to
have been at first a demonstrative pronoun for a “that” the
recorder himself has not seen, the Uralic demonstrative *e-
(Collinder 9) could have been, probably, something analogical.
{It is, perhaps, not totally impossible to treat the IG *ne as a
remnant of a negative verb also.)

The Uralic languages have two more generally known
privative suffixes for creating privative adjectives which in some
languages through an appended suffix can be turned into abstract
nouns of this kind. The privative suffixes (-tal, -tdi in Ugric
languages; -ttoma, -ttéma in non-Ugric languages, borth corre-
sponding to -less in English) themselves are independent of
a time point and of the length, the abstract nouns have both the
meaning of “period of —” and of “set of —”. The time-sphere of
the negative adjectives is depending on the context, they are not
really existing themselves. The abstract nouns too are really
existing entities in a very restricted sense only, in being desig-
nators of a conceivable set. It is impossible to form such
privatives of words commonly used as qualitatives (adjectives
and participles), if this is done nevertheless, such words auto-
matically obtain the meaning of substantives. The absence or
the lack of a qualitative can be expressed, either by the help of
the negative verb, or by a privative adjective formed from an
abstract substantive, e ., ta ei ole vahva “he:not is:
courageous”; ta on vahvusetu “he is courageless”; but (theore-
tically possible, practically quite unusual) ta on vahvatu would
mean “he is without a courageous one”. Consequently, the
qualitatives really are a kind of substantives (e. g., ta ei ole koer
<he is not a dog”, or, “he is not naughty”) and the substantives
primarily are designators of qualities, not of things. There is,
however, a difference between a quality in itself, and a quality
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as a characteristic or a property. A quality as a state in itself
is a “signum ad placitum institutum”, a conventional notion
“praedicabile de pluribus ad modum” which, consequently, does
not exist “extra animam realiter in substantiis individuis nec
est de substantia vel esse earum” (using Occam’s formulations).
In some of the Uralic languages (e. g., in Samoyed and in
Mordvin), accordingly, all nouns can be used as verbs, like in
Akkadian. All substantives, especially the abstract ones, as
expressions of a timeless continuation of a process (a more exact
term would therefore be “intention”) are comparable with the
nomina actionis of verbs which may be active and passive
simultaneously (e. g., sédm(a) “to eat, the process of eating,
meal; what is eaten, food”; s60Omatu “one being without eating,
without meal; what cannot be eaten”; sO00matus “the state of
sfodmatu”). A state in itself cannot be conceived as a “non-
process”, but there may exist many states of “esse sine”. A
quality as a characteristic is, however, a designator of an
entity taking part in some process. All kinds of adjectives, some
of them participles of verbs no longer existing, are thus virtually
nomina agentis. It is possible to exist without taking part in some
process or other (therefore privative adjectives and privative
abstract substantives can be derived), at which the process may
be expressed by a secondary derivation from a privative qualitative
as a characteristic (e. g., ustav “faithful”, ustavus “faithfulness”,
privatives are ustavusetu — ustavusetus), but it is impossible to
exist as a “non-participator” absolutely.

The Balto-Finnic and the Permian languages have an abessive
case formed by a suffix -ttak, -ttdk (probably a combination of
ablative and lative/factive suffixes) designating “without” as
a more or less transient temporary state at a given time. It can
be combined with nomina actionis and abstract substantives, but
it is turning nomina agen,tis and adjectives into substantives in
the same manner as -ttoma, -ttbm&. The notion of “without
possessing” expressed Dby the privative suffix is timeless,
expressed by the abessive suffix it is fixed (e. g., isatu “father-
less”, isata “without father (at a given time)”; surematu “death-
less”, suremata “not dying yet”).

The *#-words are untranslatable into most Uralic languages,,
excepted in the cases when they are designating “without
possession of —”. There is in modern Estonian an artificial
construction for some kinds of other 1G negations, viz., the
privative suffix combined with the passive infinitive. This form;
may have a double meaning, e. g., ndhtamatu “invisible”, but
ndidatamatu “undemonstrable”, “not to be demonstrated” (the
same verb as a causative).

The Uralic languages are based upon a philosophy which
may be called nominalistic, if nominalism is a philosophy at alL
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The phenomena are real entities, but the words are only approxi-
mative designations for perceivable processes or events possessing”
some qualities, or being, at the given moment, without some
usually observed qualities. Reality itself may be a system
having hidden parameters, in the observable form it is, however,
a stochastic system. There is no place for a scholastic logic here,
for A can never be experienced as the same A again, it may
turn into a more or less different phenomenon at last. All processes
and events are so important and unparalleled that their rightness
or unrightness can be only an accessory, relative to a given
moment. The syzygic words (and all possible antitheses) are
designations of wunattainable extremes, observable are only
different degrees of intensity between them. The Uralic languages
can be suitable instruments for investigating and for describing
psychological, historical, or other analogical processes, the
Samoyed epic songs, for example, are unparalleled in the world
in this respect. Their character is so old that they cannot have
a place in a world growing constantly younger and more
dogmatical (apophatically dualistic or monistic), they are, con-
sequently, dying out, or are being gradually transformed into
more or less IG languages.

4. The most important and authoritative dogmatical (philoso-
phical, theological, etc.) works were written in Greek. All
translators had to render Greek apophatic terms exactly, for
inexact equivalents might give arise to innumerable heresies, all
pernicious and punishable. It was not a light task even for the
translators into Latin, since nobody could be certain which of
the many meanings of “alpha steretikon” the author was intending
to transfer, and some authors had purposely devised such formulas
that each of the contending parties could be induced to sign it,
with the mental reservation that he was bound only by his own
interpretation of its ambiguities. In many cases such formulas
could not be literally translated, even into Latin. Theoretically
possible, using d. 14, it would have been for the Syrians, for the
translator could ignore the vanishing difference between the

indefinite state (st. abs.) of a noun (d.la 'al “unfatherly”) and
the definite one (st. emph.) (d. 14 "ala “fatherless™), but this use
of d. Id itself was an invention of translators. | do not know of
sources written in the colloquial Syriac of those times. There are,,
probably, studies dealing with the differences between the works
written originally in Syriac (although translations were accessible
to the authors) and the language of the translators. A great
deal of such translation loans, in all likelihood, were not used
in colloquial language at all. The influence of the literary
language may, however, have been a deep one.

The Syriac literature of modern times has started with trans-
lations also/ English works were translated into the Urmian
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dialect of Aissoric (the term “(Neo)Assyrian” could be accepted
only in case the vernacular Mandaic is renamed “(Neo)Baby-
lonian”!) from the middle of the 19th century onwards. The transla-
tions are full of negated nouns, therefore already Noldeke is
having doubts of *“dass alle derartigen in den Drucken vor-
kommende Waorter volkstimlich sind” (No6ldeke 114), although
he is admitting the influence of the classical literary Syriac

upon “dem Griechischen nachgebildet” terms, like l& maidfi-a
"immortal”, and the influence of Persian and Kurdish, “welche
Sprachen solche negative Wodorter sehr lieben”. The state of
affairs is analogical in the case of Kalashev’s texts and his dictio-
nary.

There are in Kalashev’ dictionary about 200 Russian “ne-”
words (translated differently, by the prefixes dla-, |4, and the
Persian negative prefixes be-, béa-, ne-, na-), and about 160 “frez”-
words (translated by prefixing dla-, 14-). A great deal of them
is not registered in the Aissoric-Russian part of his dictionary,
and many of them registered in a different form. It seems to
follow that the originally Syriac words can be negated by (d)l&a-
and by be- (e. ¢g., be-minjand “6ecuncneHHbln”), but ne-, na- is
used only in direct loanwords (e. g., namdarditd, in 'the classical
language l& marduMI). The prefixes dla- and be- have the same

meaning (e. ¢., be-/dla-kuwwatl “6eccunbHbiit”, be-fdla-hu§ “He-
BHUMaTENbHbIA, paccesHHbI”; be-/dla-rahmi  “HemunocepaHbIii”™),

and the simple 14 is very seldom used. The oral texts written
down about the same time exhibit a different situation. The texts
egiven by Kalashev and Lopatinski may be somewhat normalized,
a great part of texts collected by Socin and Hoffmann is, however,
in a colloquial language of a rather low order, since it is full of
words, like yani “that is, namely”. Sometimes it has been
impossible for Kalashev himself too to translate the Russian
expressions literally, e g., “Heb6onbwoi” is not translated
(d)la-lbe-fna-gura but sird “maneHbkuid”; “Henpasga” is dlgla
and not a negated form of midZit, trusa, sarrast;e“HemMHOro, He-

NPoAO/MKMTENbHBIA™ is hacca, etc.

In Kalashev’s texts | have (found only the following negations
belonging here, and all of them are Iranian (partly Arabic) loan-
words:

behassap‘ “6ecuncneHHblin” (55; in the Dictionary: be-hassap
"“Heucuncnumblii” (102.253); dlé-hassap “6eccueTHblll, GecuucneH-
HbIA” (7));

bezar “HepgoBonbHbLIA" (82, — D 408);

bijabur “6eccTbigHbIn” (81, — D 255);

nahwa$ “Hexopowwuiti, HenpuaTHbIA, 60nbHbLIK” (4; nahoS D

104.343);
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namardiféd “He6naropopgHocTb” (83; “HM30CTb, Hebraropoj-
HocTb’ ('D 341));

nanadzip‘ “HebnaropogHblit” (61, = D 98).

The negations in Socin’s texts, however, are mostly of dla-
“without, -less” type, rendered in the German translation mostly
as “rrt’-negations, e. g,

dla arya “wolkenlos, cloudless” (132,5);

did dwa(h) “unbewohnt, without mansion” (25,17);

(die peSa “unmdoglich; without continuance, possibility” (9,22
59,19));

dlajdle gvara “unverheiratet; not married, unmarried” (125,9
137,21; the positive counterpart would be gvira-gvirta);

dla rahme “unbarmherzig, without mercy” (5,9);

die terya “without moisture; trocken” (132,6).
Many very frequently used expressions, e g., did sldma did
kldma “without greeting, without word” (39,18) may be inter-
preted as substantives or negated adjectives. The negated
adjectives however, can be conjugated quasiverbally, as
permansives or statives, e ¢., sabab tld sarastutina “weil
sie  unwahr sind; because without truth they are” (61,1);
there are no examples of negated substantives conjugated in this
manner as “verbum permansivum” (not “substantivum”!). One
must remain very uncertain about the use of simple Id- in such
cases, for Cereteli 36 has taken his examples from Nd&ldeke 114,
and in both cases Kalashev does not register such words, i. e.,
Idhemanuta “Unglaube, HeBepue” (Kalashev D 4.277 has only

dla-hemdniifa “6essepue™); ldho§ “unangenehm, HenpusaTHbIN,

HexenaTenbHbln” (Kalashev D 343 has only n&-ho$). Possibly it

is used only with participles. There are examples, like:
wld masy.tanewa “und er war ungehorsam; and he was

disobedient” (27, 15; Kalashev D 103 has Id-mas-jif'ana “He
NOBUHYIOLWMNIACA, HEMOKOPHLIA™);

gzirtd la idetd “eine unbekannte Insel; an unknown island”
(Sachau 37.71; the parallel expression widleth bd ndSe “and
which-not-is in-her people”, a negated nominal sentence, is for
Sachau only “unbewohnt”, it may be felt as a sole word in:
Aissoric too).

It is astonishing, however, that the typically Syriac use of
d- and dla- as conjunctions (“ut; ut non, ne”) has not become-
obsolete but has got a place of its own in the vernacular Arabic
of the interpreters who are rendering, e g.

d.la-mfazli bsule d-18le diyeihi (152,7): diyekin ‘dndum d-Id

yetfazzelin bfasgdl d.ma mdlhum “damit sie sich nicht in Dinge
einmischen, die sie nichts angehen”;
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gla-madzigrili (154,1): dla yiz'alunu “auf dass sie ihn nicht
erzurnen”;

kimmeihi kméalpi d.la gayir uydme (154,8): ftimmehum y/alle-
mutiu d.l&... “sie gewdhnen ihren Mund daran, sich weder zu
versindigen noch zu schwdren”.

There are very few examples of bé-/bl- in Socin’s texts and
all of them are Iranian loanwords:

sédbab bi-mimkunila d’amis ha nasa (31,11) “weil es Niemand

maoglich ist zu erreichen” (Kalashev D 338 has only munkd(k)Jiin
“‘cpeacTtBo, cnoco6”; according to Miller 556 na-momken “HeB03-
MOXHbIA, HEBEPOATHbLIN");

badrang (49,3) “plotzlich” (no entry in Kalashev; Miller 79
foi-deratig “HemegneHHo, GbICTPO™).
The most curious of them is:

fr§(h.)I1&ai blUhtdne (144,3) *“die treulosen Handlungen sind

zahlreich geworden”, in vernacular Arabic wulbebahtiye kifterat-,
for, according to Kalashev (D 252), be-baht* “HecuyacTHbI” is

Aissoric and there is, according to Miller 75, only bohtan
“kKneBeTa, Haroeop”, but no bi-baht or na-baht. There are in the

vernacular Arabic, possibly, more of such loanwords. Cereteli 80
is quoting two words, both not registered by Miller: behdna “6e3
yma” (Kalashev has behotia “HepasymHbiii” (D 253) and dla-hona

~

“‘6e3yMHbIli (D 277), and berlz “6e3nopagouHblii” (not in Ka-
lashev).

No example of “/ra”-words can be found in Socin’s and
Sachau’s texts, Cereteli too does not quote any such word, there
is, however, one example, viz. ndbahta “unglicklich” (Bergstrés-

eser 96). Since Kalashev’s texts present many such words, they
may be locally frequent.

Hence it seems to follow that, although theoretically it is
possible to express every kind of the IG negations, Aissoric
practically is expressing only privations with the help of Syriac
(d.1&-, 1&-) or Iranian (be-) prefixes. It is possible to use them
as “wr”-words ,in some cases, in other cases one must turn to
Iranian words 'formed with the antithetical prefix na-. Since
Turkish and Arabic too are known, the influence of IG languages
has not been an overwhelming one, at least, about a century ago.
The situation in modern times does not seem to differ greatly.
There is, however, a real difference between NOldeke on the one
hand, Kalashev and Cereteli on the other hand. According to the
last mentioned ones the lIranian words hie, cu are real negations
(Kalashev D 270.396; Cereteli 34.80), according to Noldeke they
are used for reinforcing the negation, like in French aucun,
jamais, pas, point, rien (and OIld German (w)iht), and can be
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used for “something, someone”. There may exist local and
individual differences between the use of those pronouns, because
the corresponding pronouns in Estonian (midagi, kedagi) have
been and can be interpreted in both manners according to the
predisposition of the linguist.

5. The situation seems to be nearly the same when we turn to
Estonian as an Uralic language very deeply influenced by transla-
tions of 1G dogmatical works of every kind (not only philosophical
and theological) and by the IG mentality of its overlords. In the
index of Wiedemann’s work there are listed about 470 tlun”~
words, in that of Sjogren about 460, but only some “nicht”-
words, since such words were only sporadically used in German
about a century ago. As | have treated the problem of this IG
influence at some length elsewhere, | shall give here only
examples of the way the influence has been, dealt with, but ,1 will
add some novel guesses and a short description of the character
of this influence in modern times.

The first of these translations was written about 1580, viz.,
ei ytteldo “ineffable” (literally “it is not: said”). This manner
of rendering was grounded, perhaps, on some_usages of colloquial
South-Estonian. There is an ancient word Aijo “diable” (<Cei-
hiva “is not: good) and d&ijolane “one belonging to the family

of Aijo -> “a person having no value” (like Hebrew b.ll-ia'al)
can be said of human beings too (J. Hurt, Setukeste laulud

Helsingi 1904, no (137). 201.202). Its Livonian equivalent, &b-iava
“diable” (Kettunen 72), can be similarly used for “not good”
in all cases, e. g., “not good grasses” (Kettunen 28). In Livonian
ab- (~ei) is frequent as an antithetical negation before nouns
too, e. g. dbusk “unbelief”; d4pknas “unbeautiful” (Kettunen 110);
abvigalist “innocent, guiltless” (Kettunen 132). It was used in the

Leviu dialect, e. g., di*vigast “un homme sans malheur” (Niilus.

104.105), ai*margattaw “incomprehensible” (Niilus 107). In
North-Estonian such constructions are unknown, therefore, all
similar words might have been arisen under IG influence.
About the same time and in the same sense eba- (Finnish
epa-, the vocal-ending may be explained differently, cf. Szinnyei
88—90) was used in North Estonia, e. g., ebbausck (and many
derivations) “Unglaube, unbelief”. Wiedemann has registered a
great number of such negated nouns, some of them taken out of
translated literature, and many of them obsolete nowadays, e. g.
eba-/abielu, -asi, -hing, -kakk, -lootus, -meister, -selts, -tarkus,,
-valitsus, -vend. In the modern language one can discover a great
quantity of “efra”-words not known to Wiedemann and, partially,
formed under Finnish influence. Theoretically it would be possible
to negate every noun in this manner, most of them, however, are
used only in translations or in some kinds of the official language.
A great part of them, e. g., ebakaine “unsober”, ebakiips “unripe”,
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ebalahke “unkind”, ebaperemehelik “unproprietory”,’ ebaterau
“unsharp”, ebaviisakas “uncivil, impolite”, ebadnn “failure, mis-
fortune” could be expressed more precisely wi'th “positive”
(syzygic) words. A normal person might use words like, e. g.,
ebaaus “dishonest”, ebadige “not true”; such words like, e. g.,
ebahdd “ungood”, ebasuur “ungreat”, would be, nevertheless,
insuperably ridiculous. The reason lies in the fact that such words
are essentially unsuitable for expressing the meaning they have
been compelled to express by self-opinionated translators. The
mcolloquial language already in the 18th century has given to this
“eba-" the meaning of “pseudo-” (—*“mis-" in some words), e. g.,
ebausk “pseudoreligion, superstition”, ebatarkus “pseudowisdom”,
and this nuance cannot be eliminated in the modern language
which is using words like, e. g., ebajalg “pseudopod”, ebavili
“pseudocarp”, etc. It is probable, therefore, that words like eba~
iahke too will get the meaning “pseudo-amiable” before long.

The word ilma(n) (gen. or instruct, of ilm(a) “heaven;
eweather; world) was used in Estonian and Livonian (seldom in
Finnish) as a reinforcing adverb before an abessive case (and
the privative adjevtives), in the 17th century it was, con-
sequently, often employed (particularly in South Estonia) in
translating literally German “un-" and “nicht”, that is to say,
it was used without the indispensable negative suffix, e. g., ilma-
moistlik “unverstdndig, unweise”; ilmausck “Misstrauen, Un-
glaube”; ilmatehdminne “Unwissenheit”, etc. w'hich for an
Estonian could have only the meaning of “knowledge of the world,,
of weather”, etc. Wiedemann 117 registers a great amount of such
impossible and obsolete translation loans which were created
even in 19th century, e. g., ilm-elektrik, -elektrine “unelectrisch”.
In modern times it is used before some privative adjectives, e. g.,
(ilm)siiiitu “innocent” (its use is not obligatory in such cases),
and in some petrified locutions, e. g. ilmatu “enormous (ly)”
(< *“not having heaven as a limit”, prepositionally), ilma “gratis,
mwithout anything” (< “being like heaven”, used in verbal sen-
tences), ilmaaegu (-aegne) “vain (ly), useless (ly)” (< “being
like heaven (= world)-time”).

The frequency of this abessive “prefix” has always been
depending upon local, individual and emotional factors in the
colloquial language. It was not used in the Leivu dialect any
more, its place having been taken by the Latvian bez (e. g., bez
made “sans terre”, Niilus 127). In Livonian uilm ist weniger
gebrauchlich als bas” (Sjégren 344) and in texts collected by
Kettunen only bé&z/s is used. Very puristically minded translators,
like K. Stalte in his “UZz Testament” (Helsinki 1937), do not use
baz at all and employ some constructions with ilm, e. g., ilm
maksd “without payment, gratis” ilm sytd “without guilt” (both
-words in Sjogren with bas). Following the same tendency, he does

not use any of the curiously compounded Livonian verbs, i. e,
Livonian verbs combined with untranslated Latvian prefixes.
Since there are other languages using an exclamatory “heaven”
(or analogical notions) in a similar manner, the really strange
fact is the frequency of this usage in Balto-Finnic languages.

The word umb- “closeness, blocked-up-ness, fullness” (> umbes
“totally (full of), entirely” at haphazard, at random ->-
approximately) too was in the 17th century used for translating
German “m/r-" or “nicht” particularly in South Estonia, e g.,
umbrohi “Unkraut”, umbusk “Unglaube”, umbkreeka rahvas
“Nichtgriechen, Barbaren”, umbkristlik “unchristlich”, etc. It was
used in the 19th century in coining grammatical terms, e g.,
umbhaalik “consonant” (at present a literal translation is pre-
ferred, viz., kaashaélik), umbisikuline “impersonal”, umbmaé&éarane
“indefinite”. Since this “prefix” really is two-sided (umbkreeka
may be “utterly Greek, knowing only Greek”) and the second
meaning is predominant, “umb-"" cannot be ‘used for translating
“un”-words any more. The few relics are words which are inter-
pretable as designators of a degree of intensity not very unlike
eba-, e. g., umbrohi (interpreted “grass growing at random,
without being sown, of its own accord”), umbusk(lik) “distrust®
mistrust, incredulity; Misstrauen, Argwohn”; umbusaldus “havingl
no confidence, mistrust; Nichtvertrauen” (interpreted “credulity
misdirected into a blind alley”), whereas ebausk “superstition”,
ebaméérane “undetermined, vague”, ebaisiklik “non-personal”.

The words ebausk, ilmausk, umbusk have been used to
translate literally “Unglaube, unbelief” and not a single one of them
has been accepted by the language! The only suitable equivalent
would be usk(u)matus (“uskma” is the older form!) “Unglaube,
Unglaubigkeit; Misstrauen; being without believing”. Wiede-
mann 1261 registered only uskumata “unglaubig, misstrauisch,
unglaublich” and the differentiating between uskmatu “un-
believing, incredulous”, uskumatu *“unbelievable, incredible” is
an articial makeshift at the end of the 18th century, since the
recent form ustamatu is a better equivalent for the second word.
It would have been possible to use usutus “being without belief,
faith, religion”, if this word could not be interpreted as an
nomen actionis of the verb usutama “to press with questions, to
interview”. The word usk(u)matus, obviously, is not a really
exact equivalent for a person speaking German and discovering
some mysterious nuances in a word having so vague a meaning
as “Unglaube”. Such persons remain dissatisfied and are
frequently speaking of the insufficiency of Estonian, or of the
urgent need to create exact methods for translating correctly
just the words possessing only a diffuse meaning.

There is a fourth way yet with a long history behind it. In
sentences with a form of the negative verb, reinforcing adverbs
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may be used before the negation or after the verbal complement.
The most usual are two of them, viz. mitte (<imittd, the
accentuated form of the partitive case of mis “what; something”;
reduplicated mitte midagi ]-d, -st/, mit*mittegi (Leivu: Niilus
.143) “(some)thing at all”, and 0Ohti (< (heti < *dhettdin, an
adverb formed from the instructive case of Uks “one”, i. e. “in
one way, at the same time”). The expression mees (mitte) ei tee
(mitte) “the man does not make (something)” is considered to
be more refined than “tnees ei tee 0hti”. In colloquial use the
negative verb may be omitted altogether in some more or less
rhetorical exclamations, and mitte may be strengthened by words
indicating something little, or useless, or indifferent, like midagi,
kedagi (in dialects both “something”), p6rmugi, raasugi, sugugi
#a bit, a whit”, etc. In such cases mitte could be interpreted as
a negation by itself and the words midagi-kedagi explained as
negative indefinite pronouns. The German translators and gram-
marians of the 17th century did impose just this interpretation
upon the language they were writing. It was nearly ununder-
standable for Estonians, therefore, at the close of the same
century the grammars and the translations were cleansed of such
monstrosities, like: keda teie mitte tunnete, tema on mitte mdist-
lik, for correct forms: keda teie (mitte) ei tunne, tema ei ole
{mitte) madistlik.

Actually “(ei) mitte” is thus used only in Estonian and
Livonian, and is unknown in other Balto-Finnic languages. Some
Estonian dialects and some individuals cannot manage without
it, for others it is something of a nuisance or of a superfluity,
since it is commonly employed by persons ordering and for-
bidding, and feeling themselves only somewhat short of a dictator-
ship. Some persons do use it only in writing, and even then with
little pleasure, since they are more or less consciously avoiding
it in speech, in order not to appear too self-opinionated to the
others. Those reasons are sufficient for inquiring about the origins
of this locution, since it does not appear to be an Estonian
invention. | know of two analogical constructions. The normal
Coptic negation of a verbal sentence is .n-\-uerb-\-an (< Egyptian
bn-\-verb-\- in (/iwn3), where bn is the real negation /“absence,
Nichtvorhandensein”/, in an adverb *“(all)together”), in some
dialects .n, however, is usually omitted. In Middle Low German
.used in Estonia, such sentences like do en wiste wi nicht “then:
no: knew we: not” are frequent as late as 1368 (the very last
eexample of “m ” may be datable); “nicht” can be strengthened
by words denoting unimportant things, like ein wiht “a whit”,
“a berry”, “an egg”, “a straw”, etc. It may be thought that three
msimilar constructions in so different languages are generated by
-a grammatical unity of the human mind, but | can not see any
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reason for such assumptions. Coptic an can never be placed before
a verb, there are also no adverbs reinforcing it. In both cases
German and Estonian coincide, and the Estonian usage is
unparalleled in Uralic languages, therefore, this locution must
be one of the old translation loans in Estonian. It is an intruder
even nowadays.

In the time from about 1700 to 1850 “mitte” is used correctly,
mostly in translations, and very rarely for rendering “rT1”-words.
The term registered by Wiedemann, viz.,, mittepruugitav sdna
“ungebrduchliches Wort”, was itself an expression not to be used.
From 1850 onwards translators and writers, being mostly genuine
Estonians (speaking, however, German with their wives who were
invariably Germans), did use “m itte not only in translations,
but for giving to the Estonian written language a more “cultured”
appearance began to employ “mitte” in all possible cases, and in
impossible ones too. It is, of course, good to be better! Nowadays
“mitte(-)” is one of the most frequent and superabundant words
in official Estonian. It is totally impossible not to stumble over
many a curious exponent of creative lore, e. g., mitteheakskiit-
mine “disapproval”, mitteheaperemehelik “not good proprietorily”,
mittekoosseisuline “not on the regular staff”, mittelahtivfetav
“not to be opened”, mittekallaletungileping “pact of nonagress-
ion”, mittemdistmine “lack of understanding, misunderstanding”
(“mitte” has here really got the double meaning of “alpha stere-
tikon™!), mittetundmine “lack of knowledge, not knowing”, mitte-
vord /mitteiihe/diguslik “not possessing equal rights”; and it is im-
possible too not to be impressed by such entries in dictionaries
as, e. g., mittekehtiv i= kehtetu, mittendhtav — nahtamatu. Most
of such words, translated out of official Prussian literally by the
help of “mitte-”, are most unusual in colloquial Estonian. The
more or less common ones are of the type of mittesuitsetaja “non-
smoker”. Even those are used rarely, for a person prefers to say
of himself, either “I do not smoke” (ma ei suitseta), or “l am
not a smoker” (Ta pole Jei olef suitsetaja). Noit a single negative
“mitte-"noun can be encountered in folklore and in colloquial
or vernacular texts collected in the 20th century. The prolifera-
tion and the explosional increase of “mitte under the hands
of translators does offer us a strong foundation for hoping
that ere long Estonian too will be, perhaps, a “mittetthediguslik”
member in the great family of IG languages, since the task to
become one of them seems to be somewhat mittejdukohane “beyond
one’s strength”. The translators are doing their best, they have
begun to use “mitte” exactly like “nicht” in verbal sentences
too, e. g., ta mitte ainult (et) luuletab (the correct expression
would be “ta ei luuleta ainult™), vaid ta ka maalib “he: not: only
(that): he writes poetry, but: he: also: paints”. The subtleties
of all kinds of scholastic logic and of Heideggerian existentialism
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are now, for the first time in history, understandable and
expressible for Estonians who have for so many centuries been
enslaved by the inexactitudes of their uncivilized and insufficiently
vague language, and, therefore, could not dream of this per-
fection which they, ungratefully enough, did not accept in the
17th century out of the friendly and helpful hands of H. Stahl
and his collaborators.

Similarly to Aissoric, there are a few negated words in
Estonian taken directly from German, but so obsolete nowadays
that they are somewhat ridiculous, viz., undlik <C Unglick
(undliku asi “a thing of misfortune, suicide”), undreht m< Unrecht
(tegi undrehti “has done something unrighteous (ly), incorrect-
ly)”. There are more of such Latvian loanwords in Livonian,,

e. g., naldima <c nelaime “ill luck” (Kettunen 30.126); na,idiikr

ndjiok < nejauks “unbeautiful” (Kettunen 110.145). Loanwords
of this kind, since they are “not-good” ones, are, perhaps,
instructive in more respects than one only. The genuine words
are thought to be unlucky, they are, for that reason, avoided;
the genuine words also are thought to be inaccurate equivalents
for translating IG words. There is a very great quantity of such
loan-words in Estonian, in the first class, e. g., hunt <C Hund,,
“wolf”, in the second class, e. g., past << Bast, since the genuine
word niin was declared to mean only “linden bast”, etc.

The situation in written modern Aissoric, perhaps, is not so
very differing from the situation in written Estonian.

6. This very short survey of the effects of some IG negations
upon two non-1G languages could be expanded on other non-I1G
languages translating IG texts. The result would be similar to
the one obtained here. The IG pattern at first does influence only
the more or less official or translational (the two are often identi-
cal) language, but the influence upon the colloquial language may
remain for a long time rather superficial. In the case, the non-IG
language has no literature of its own, or has been an unwritten
language, the influence is reaching more and more deeper, while
the non IG-language is becoming extinct, as it always does. The
non-1G language is then beginning to waver in its reactions,
e. ¢., 6esrpamoTHbli has been translated into Mordvin (Erza)
gramotas a soditsa; HerpamoTHblin (identical in meaning!), how-
ever, avoV gramotnoi, Sormas a soditsa, The IG dichotomy of
Reality cannot be appropriated really before the non-1G language
has not been turned into an IG one.

On the reverse side, however, it has become evident that it is
quite impossible for the IG languages to follow up the distinctions
they themselves have established in the course of their evolution.
The endeavours to express logically differing kinds of negations
by means of different prefixes have always been made in vain,
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because the axiomatic principles of those language recognize
only one kind of negation bisecting the world, and cannot tolerate
other cognitive methods. The negated conception must be a
separate and independent entity, therefore, in the case many
negations are used, no one can be sure about the real existence
of negated conceptions any more. The IGs invariably are taking
for granted that this way to interpret the reality, i. e., the existent
conceptions, is the only possible one which is applied by all
human and non-human languages. For Uralic languages, how-
ever, not only all kinds of negated notions appear as being mere
words or terms, but of the syzygic conceptions too only one seems
to be really real, the other always is lacking something essential
to be felt as a reality. For an Estonian, for example, “warm”
does possess a more intense reality than *“cold”. It is understand-
able, how an Estonian, protesting against this unconscious
assumption of his language, could write a queer pamphlet entitled
“Coldness the Absolute Matter”. A normally minded person could
write a book of this kind on “warmth” or “light”, but not on
“coldness” or “darkness”, since the notions expressing a lack
of something cannot be real entities.

The privative suffixes -less, -los, perhaps, will not be mixed
up with other negations, but it is impossible to be convinced ot
it. To be sure, “fireless” is not “unfiery” yet, the difference bet-
ween “luckless” and “unlucky”, however, is very vague. The
disorder appears to be increasing. Once it might be totally
impossible to decide what, for example, should be the difference
between “glicklos”, “nichtglicklich”, “ohne Glick”, “unglick-
lich”, and one may be obliged to learn for every single word,
how it must be negated. This process would not be unparalleled.
In the course of its evolution Arabic has given up almost entirely
the old simple way of forming plurals (by suffixes), it has
developed at least 25 kinds of “inner plurals”. A certain type ot
“inner plural” may correspond to a certain type of singular, there
are, however, some types of “inner plurals” (like fCalun, fu'Ulun,
"af'alun) which can correspond to many types of singulars, and
one must nearly always learn both the singular and the plural
form of a noun. Since the reality of IG languages is dualistic, it
may be imperative to decide which of the many negative particles
must be employed for negating the presence or the existence of
a given something, or for designating its antithesis.
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Naturally, only the basic characteristic of the negations could be treated
