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AFTERNOON SERVICE

Ps. Ixxxiv.

To THE CHIEF MusiciaN. UpoN GiTTiTH; A PSALM FOR THE
Sons oF K6raH.—How lovely are thy tabernacles, O Lord of
Hosts ! My soul longeth, yea, it even pineth away for the courts
of the Lord, where my heart and flesh shall join in singing the
praises of the living God. Even the sparrow hath found her an
house, and the swallow a nest for herself where she nurtures
her young; thine altars, O Lord of Hosts! my King and my
God! Happy are they who dwell in thy house; they will be
continually praising Thee. Selah. Happy the men whose strength
is in Thee, and in whose hearts are the paths (which lead to thy
service). Who, even when passing through the vale of weeping, do
yet esteem it as a fountain, and as covered with blessings by the
autumnal rains. They proceed from strength to strength, and
appear before God in Zion. O Lord God of Hosts, hear my prayer :
O listen to it, God of Jacob. Selah. Behold, O Thou who art our
shield, and look, O God! upon thine anointed. For a day in thy
courts is preferable to a thousand elsewhere. I would choose to sit
even on the threshold of the house of my God, rather than to dwell
in the tents of wickedness. For the Lord of Hosts is a sun and
shield : the Lord will give grace and glory, and will not withhold
any good from those who walk uprightly. O Lord of Hosts, happy
is the man who trusts in Thee.

Num. xxviii. 1-8.

“ And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying, Command the children
of Israel, and say unto them, My offering, my bread, which my fire
consumes, for a sweet savour unto me, ye shall observe to offer unto
me in its due season. Say also unto them, Thisis the offering made
by fire which ye shall offer unto the Lord : two he-lambs of the first
year without blemish every day, for a continual burnt-offering. The
one lamb shalt thou offer in the morning, and the other lamb shalt
thou offer at even. And a tenth part of an Ephah of fine flour for
a meal-offering, mingled with the fourth part of an Hin of beaten
oil. A continual burnt-offering like that which was brought, on
mount Sinai, for a sweet savour, an offering made by fire unto the
Lord. And the drink-offering thereof shall be the fourth part of an
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Hin for the one lamb : in the holy place shalt thou cause the strong
wine to be poured out for a drink-offering to the Lord. And the
other lamb shalt thou offer at even, as the meal-offering of the
morning, and as the drink-offering thereof shalt thou offer it, an
offering made by fire of a sweet savour unto the Lord.”

Thou art the Lord, our God, before whom our ancestors burned
incense, whilst the holy temple was established, as thou didst com-
mand them through Moses, thy prophet, as it is written in thy
Law, “And the Lord said unto Moses, Take unto thee sweet spices,
stacte, onycha, and galbanum ; these sweet spices with pure frank-
incense : of each shall there be a like weight. And thou shalt make
of it incense, a perfume after the art of the perfumer, tempered
together, pure and holy. And thou shalt beat some of it very small,
and put of it before the testimony in the tabernacle of the congrega-
tion, where I will meet with thee ; it shall be unto you most holy.”
And it is said, “And Aaron shall burn thereon (on the altar)
incense of spices every morning: when he dresseth the lamps he
shall burn the incense. And when Aaron lighteth the lamp at
even, he shall burn the incense; a perpetual burning of incense
before the Lord throughout your generations.”

Talmud, Treatise Keritot, fol. 6.

The Rabbis have taught how the mixture of the incense was
made ; it contained three hundred and sixty-eight manehs; three
hundred and sixty-five of which were according to the number of
days of the solar year: and of the three remaining manehs, the high
priest was to take his hands full, on the day of atonement: these
were again put into the mortar on the eve of the day of atonement,
to perform the commandment, ¢ Take of the finest beaten incense .
It was composed of eleven sorts of spices; viz. balm, onycha,
galbanum, frankincense, of each an equal weight, viz. seventy
manehs : myrrh, cassia, spikenard, saffron, of each an equal weight,
sixteen manehs: costus, twelve manehs: the rind of an odoriferous
tree, three manehs; cinnamon, nine manehs ; soap of Carsina, nine
kabs; wine of Cyprus, three seahs, and three kabs; and if Cyprus
wine could not be had, strong white wine was substituted for it ;
of salt of Sodom, the fourth part of a kab; and of an herb which
caused the smoke to ascend in a straight line, a small quantity.
Rabbi Nathan the Babylonian said, also a small quantity of the
amber of Jordan was added. If honey was mixed with it, it
made it unfit for sacred use ; whilst he who omitted any one of the
ingredients was accounted to have incurred the penalty of death.

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Rabbi Simeon, the son of Gamliel, saith that the balm issues
from an incision in the tree called Balsamum. For what purpose
did they use the soap of Carsina? To refine the onycha (or cloves)
that it might have a handsome appearance : and for what purpose
was the wine of Cyprus brought? To soak the onycha (or cloves)
therein, that it might become hard; and though Mey Ragliyim
was proper for the purpose, yet was it not used, because it was
not decent to bring it into the temple.

They shall
speak of the glory of thy kingdom, and talk of thy power.—To make
known his mighty acts to the sons of men, and the glorious majesty
of his kingdom.—Thy kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and thy
dominijon subsisteth throughout all generations. The Lord upholdeth
all who fall, and raiseth up all those that are bowed down. The
eyes of all wait upon thee, and thou givest them their food in due
season. Thou openest thine hand, and satisfiest the desire of every
living being with favour. The Lord is righteous in all his ways,
and gracious in all his works. The Lord is nigh unto all those who
call upon him, to all who call upon him in truth. He will fulfil
the desire of those who fear him ; he will hear their cry, and save
them. The Lord preserveth all those who love him; but he will
destroy all the wicked. My mouth shall utter the praise of the
Lord: and let all flesh bless his holy name for ever and ever. “And
we will bless the Lord from this time forth, and to eternity.
Hallelujah ” (Praise ye the Lord).

Let my prayer be accounted before thee as incense, and the
lifting up of my hands as the evening sacrifice.

THANKSGIVING IN COMMEMORATION OF
DON ISAAC ABARBANEL

Almighty God, who dwellest amidst the cherubim, with words of
fervent praise we draw nigh unto Thee. The hosts of Heaven and
of earth declare thy majesty and thy glory. Thou didst form man
of the dust of the earth, and didst endow him with understanding
and wisdom. Thou gavest him dominion over all thy creatures;
Thou didst raise him to the heights of thy divine host, revealing

to him thy secret ways.

We render thanks unto Thee, O Lord, especially for that great
Prince in Israel, Don Isaac ABARBANEL, whose birth in the land

of Portugal, five hundred years ago, we commemorate this day.

When darkness overwhelmed thy
people, he appeared to them as the dawn to illumine and to soothe
their oppression. To the highest places of State was he raised,
such were the gifts with which Thou didst endow him. Yet was
the distress of his people always close to his heart; and, by virtue
of his exalted station, many did he save from the sword and the
dungeon. Verily was fulfilled in him the utterance of thy prophet
Isaiah : ‘ And there shall come forth a shoot out of the stock of
Jesse, and a twig shall grow forth out of his roots. And the spirit
of the Lord shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and under-
standing, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge
and of the fear of the Lord.” For he was a scion of the royal seed

of David; he was as a crown adorning the head of Israel.

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From him many sought the interpretation of thy Law. His
Exposition of Holy Writ, which threw new light upon the
teachings of the Law, caused his renown to spread far and wide.
In his ‘Introduction to the Book of Isaiah’ he confirmed and
strengthened our belief in the resurrection of the dead; the pro-
fundity of his learning stands manifest in his commentary on the
‘Guide to the Perplexed’, while his work ‘ Proclaiming Salvation’,

deepened Israel’s faith in their Messianic deliverance.

Till at last, his life’s purpose fulfilled, thy gentle voice tenderly
called to him: Return, O beloved and precious soul, to thy rest.
Leave thine earthly life to dwell beyond the heavenly stars, where
thy light will continue everlastingly to shine. Then did his spirit
ascend, and the gate of heaven was opened that he might receive
the reward of the blessed.

Where shall wisdom be found ? and where is the place of under-
standing ? The fear of the Lord is the instruction of wisdom ;
and before honour goeth humility. The words of a man’s mouth
are as deep waters; a flowing brook, a fountain of wisdom.

place of the soul of our Teacher and Master R. ISAAC ABAR-
BANEL (whom may God grant peace in Paradise), who departed
from this world according to the will of God, the Lord of heaven
and earth. May the supreme King of kings, through his infinite
mercy, have mercy, pity and compassion on him. May the Lord
grant him peace and may his repose be in peace; as it is written,
 He shall come in peace ; they shall rest in their beds; every one
walking in his uprightness.” May he, and all his people of Israel,
who slumber in the dust, be included in mercy and forgiveness.
