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Uldhariduslikus koolis alustatakse voorkeele oppimist
5. klassis. Kuna tundide arv kogu kooli ulatuses on piira-
tud, siis tuleb piiiida opilastele anda iiksnes pohilised
oskused ja vilumused (nii kones kui ka kirjas), mis voi-
maldaksid neil hiljem jatkata opinguid iseseisvalt voi kor-
gemates oppeasutustes.

Aktiivne voorkeele oskus pole hilisemas elus koigile
vajalik, kuid ka passiivse keeleoskuse kujundamiseks on
opetuse algastmel kiillaltki oluline osa konelemis-
o s kuse arendamisel. Pohjendusi selleks on mitmeid: suu-
line t66 voimaldab kiiremat tempot ning kohest korrigee-
rimist, dratab Opilastes elavamat huvi ning aktiivsust ja
voimaldab dra kasutada sellele eale omast tegutsemista-
het. Praktika ja uurimused on toestanud domineeriva suu-
lise 160 efektiivsust nooremates klassides.

Konekeele peamiseks esinemisvormiks on dialoog.
Jarelikult, kui tahame opilastele anda vilumusi konelemis-
oskuse alal, tuleb tundides sageli kasutada vestlusi dia-
loogi vormis. Kahjuks domineerib praegu koolides siiski
veel monoloogilise kone arendamine ({imberjutustused,
pildi kirjeldamised, lithiettekanded jne.) ning vestluseliik,
kus Opetaja on kiisija ja lapsed vastaja osas.

6. klassi toovihikute harjutustikus on piititud seda asja-
olu silmas pidada ja voimalikult rohkem tdhelepanu piihen-
dada elavale vestlusele.

Inglise keele opetajat abistavad tema t66s 5. ja 6. klas-
siga mitmed brosiitirid, ajakirjades ja metoodilistes kogu-
mikkudes ilmunud artiklid ning pildikogud. Neist voiks
nimetada jargmisi. (méargitud artiklid ja broSiiirid on
ilmunud parast reforme voorkeelte 6petamise metoodikas):

Kolme néddalatunniga on muidugi raske saavutada
programmis piistitatud eesmérke, kui puuduvad voimalu-
sed opilastele selliste koduste iilesannete andmiseks, mis
kinnistaksid klassis tehtavat konearenduslikku to6d. Monin-
gal mddaral piiiavad seda liinka tdita inglise keele toovihi-
kud 6. klassile. Toovihikuid on kaks — kummakski pool-
aastaks iiks. Mainitud vihikutes on rohkesti harjutusi ning
pilte 6. klassis Opitava grammatika ja sonavara kinnista-
miseks ning kordamiseks. Pohiliselt on need toovihikud
moeldud koduste kirjalike iilesannete téditmiseks, kuid
arvukad pildid voimaldavad ka suuliste iilesannete and-
mist. Vihikuis leiduvad ‘iilesanded sobivad ka kontroll-
toode tegemiseks. Rohkesti on antud dialooge — paheoppi-
miseks ja eeskujuks omapoolsete dialoogide koostamisel,
kusjuures esialgu on oOpilastel soovitav piirduda {iksnes
viaheste muudatuste tegemisega nédidisdialoogis. Niisugu-
sed {ilesanded peaksid innustama oOpilasi paaris téotama
(dialoogide péheoppimine voi koostamine, kiisimuste esi-
tamine teatava jutu voi pildi kohta). Paarides téotama
tuleb suunata umbes vordsete teadmiste ja oskustega opi-
lasi (tuleb arvestada ka oOpilaste elukohti ja omavahelist
ldbisaamist). Sellisel juhul ei vdhenda paarides to6tamine
opilaste iseseisva t60 kvaliteeti ega kujune iiksnes nor-
gema Opilase abistamiseks tugevama poolt.

Paralleelselt toovihiku harjutustega on soovitav valiku-
liselt kasutada ka opikus leiduvaid harjutusi, kuid seda
ainult suuliselt. Tolkeharjutusi emakeelest voorkeelde pole
5.—6. klassis soovitav teha, kuna see soodustab emakeeles
motlemist, mis omakorda pidurdab voorkeele 6pinguid.

Jirgnevas osas avaldatud motted ja soovitused téovihiku
harjutustiku kasutamiseks baseeruvad autori mitmeaasta-
sel katsetusel. Kuid kahtlemata leiab iga voorkeele ope-
taja oma praktilises t66s ka uusi, antud klassile sobivaid
toovotteid ning nende kombinatsioone.

Kiesolevas juhendis. lihtutakse eeldusest, et opilased



juba 5. klassis on omandanud elementaarsed vilumused
iseseisvaks kiisimuste esitamiseks ja lithikeste kirjelduste
koostamiseks. Kui aga opilastel nimetatud vilumused puu-
duvad, siis tuleb Opetajal vahemalt esialgu téctada nn.
ilemineku programmi jéargi, et vajalikke oskusi kujun-
dada. Aega selleks tuleks varuda 6. klassi algul ette nah-
tud kordamistundidest.

Olenevalt klassi tasemest ja koosseisust voib oOpetaja
harjutusi diferentseerida: voib anda eraldi harjutusi tuge-
vamatele ja norgematele Opilastele (norgematele on nai-
teks joukohased harjutused, mis nouavad pildi kirjelda-
mist, tugevamad seevastu voivad nende pohjal jutukesi
koostada voi pildil kujutatud tegelaste osades vestlusega
esineda). Tugevamatele Opilastele voib ka ndidisdialoogi-
des soovitada suuremaid muudatusi teha. Samuti voib
keelehuvilistele oOpilastele anda lisaiilesandeid toovihi-
kuist.

Dialoogide koostamisel ja teisendamisel on vajalik Ope-

taja suunav abi. Klassis toimuvas vestluses naitab opetaja
kasutamata jaanud sisulisi voimalusi, mida opilased saa-
vad arvestada oma kodustes t66des. Samuti viitab opetaja
varem oOpitud kiisimusteseeriatele, dialoogidele voi opiku
tekstidele, mida nad voiksid kodus kasutada. On soovitav,
et opilased alati teaksid, milliseid allikaid kasutada. Ope-
tuse algastmel ei ole niivord tdhtis opilase t66 originaal-
sus, kuivord selleks kasutatud materjali hulk ning vigade
vahesus.
+ Toovihikute harjutused on grupeeritud oppepalade jargi.
Osa neist sobib teha enne, osa pédrast oppepala 1dbitoota-
mist. Toojuhendid on antud inglise keeles,. mistottu neis
esineb opilastele tundmatuid sonu. Viimast asjaolu arves-
tades peab oOpetaja klassis koduste iilesannete kohta vaja-
likud selgitused andma. Korduvaid, sarnaseid t66juhen-
deid opetatakse Opilastele jark-jargult ka aktiivseks kasu-
tamiseks.

Opilastelt tuleb nduda, et nad téévihikut tdidaksid puh-
talt ja korraliku kéekirjaga. Vajadust modda Gpetaja kont-
rolligu tehtud harjutusi, kuid mitte harvem kui kord nida-
las. Kuigi vigu harjutuste tegemisel piiiitakse véltida, pole
siiski voimalik neid téiesti dra hoida. Vigu saavad opila-
sed parandada vabadel ridadel, mis on jéetud iga Oppe-
tiiki harjutuste juurde. Kui vigu on liiga palju, on otstarbe-
kohane Opilasel lasta harjutus vastavasse vihikusse iimber
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kirjutada. Opilased, kellel harjutuses vigu ei esinenud,
voiksid tithja ruumi kasutada opetaja poolt antud lisaiiles-
annete tditmiseks. Sageli ei pane opilased kiillalt tdpselt
tahele, mida neil on vaja harjutuses teha. Nende téhele-
panu keskendamiseks ning arusaamise kontrollimiseks on
soovitav aeg-ajalt harjutuste pealkirju ja ka moningaid
lauseid lasta emakeelde tolkida.

Toovihikutega tootades tuleb opilasi suunata dra kasu-
tama ka sonavaravihikuid, mis sisaldavad valikulist osa
Apitavast sonavarast.” Paralleelselt toovihikuga voib kasu-
tada nn. kirjandite vihikut, kuhu opilased kirjutavad liihi-
kirjandeid. Viimaseid voiks kirjutada néiteks alljargnevail
teemadel:
