ENGLISH SCHOOLS

In England children go to school five days a week. There is
no school on Saturdays and Sundays.

Lessons begin- at nine o’clock in the morning, but the pupils
must come to school at ten minutes to nine. There is a break after
the third lesson. At a quarter to one, after the fifth lesson, the
children have lunch. Some have lunch at school, others go home
for lunch. They must be back at school at two o’clock. In the after-
noon they have only two or three lessons. School is over at four
o’clock. ‘

The subjects that the pupils of English secondary schools study
are: languages (English and a foreign language), history, geo-
graphy, mathematics, science, chemistry, physics, art and music.
There are lessons in housecraft for the girls and manual training
for the boys. Physical education is an important part of English
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at the aero-modelling club

school life. On Saturdays the pupils
go to school for sports and games.

The school clubs work in out-
of-school hours. There are dramatic
clubs, basketball clubs, tennis clubs,
dancing clubs, aero-modelling clubs,
stamp collecting clubs and so on.

In England the school year be-
gins on the 15th of September and
ends in July. There are three terms in
a school year: the autumn, spring
and summer terms. The autumn term

ends on the 15th of December. The spring term, which begins after
the New Year, endls in March. The summer term begins in April and

ends in'the last week of July.

Each secondary school in England has its school uniform. The
boys usually wear a dark suit with the school badge on the jacket.
The girls wear a skirt and blouse and a jacket.

The headmaster of an English school has the right to beat a
pupil who breaks the discipline.
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In England the schoolhouses for children from rich families
are usually much better than the schoolhouses to which children
from working class families go. :

All Soviet children can finish secondary school and continue
their studies at a higher school. In England it is not so. The chil-
dren of rich people can get a good education at grammar schools
and then enter higher schools. But very few workers’ children can
go to grammar school, which prepares young people for the uni-
versity.

The West End is the part of London where the rich people live.

The East End of London is quite different from the West End.

OUR CALENDAR

You all know that the year begins on the first of January.
But January has not always been the first month of the year.
Up to the time of Julius Caesar, March was the first month of the
year. Julius Caesar changed the old Roman calendar. He made
the calendar that we use today. Since the time of Julius Caesar,
the first of January has been the beginning of the year.

The names of the months all come from Latin. That’s why they
are so much alike in English, Estonian, Russian and other Euro-
pean languages.

The name of the first month comes from the name of a Roman
god, Janus, who was the god of the beginning of everything.
Janus had two faces, so he could look forward and back at the
same time. We also look forward and back on the first of January,
when the old year is behind us and new year is before us.

The name of the second month, February, probably comes
from the name of a Roman celebration which took place in
February. It was a celebration of cleaning. After the long autumn
and winter months, people wanted to clean their houses before
spring came.

The word March comes from Mars, the name of the Roman god
of war. He was one of the most important gods of the old Romans.
Their pictures show Mars with lightning about his head because
March is the month of thunder-storms in the south. In the old
Roman calendar, March was the first month of the year.

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We do not know from what word April comes, but it is clear
that May and June come from the names of two Roman goddesses,
Maia and Juno. Maia was the goddess of the fields, and Juno was
“the beautiful wife of the god Jupiter.

The seventh month bears the name of Julius Caesar, whose
birthday was in July. As you know, Julius Caesar made the new
calendar and gave his name to the month in which he was born.
The eighth month of the year bears the name of Julius Cae-
sar’s son, Augustus, about whom you have read in your history
books.

The words September, October, November and December come
from the Latin numerals the seventh, the eighth, the ninth, the
tenth. Now September is the ninth month, October is the tenth,
November is the eleventh and December the twelfth month of the
year. But in the old Roman calendar, before the time of Julius
Caesar, they were the seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth months.

There are many songs and stories about Robin Hood, a hero
of the English people. The stories that tell us about Robin Hood
and his friends take us back to the twelfth century. But some
people say that Robin Hood never lived.

When the Normans came to England in 1066 and became the
masters of the country, they took the land from the Anglo-Saxons
and drove them from their homes.
