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2020. aasta kalenderalbumiga tdhistame 250 aasta moo6-
dumist Tartu Ulikooli raamatukogu esimese direktori pro-
fessor Johann Karl Simon Morgensterni (1770-1852) siin-
nist. Seekord soovime tema mahukast parandist esile tosta
selle vihem tuntud osa - talle kuulunud maalid ja joonis-
tused.

Karl Morgenstern polnud tdhelepanuvdirne isik mitte
tiksnes tilikooli raamatukogu, vaid kogu iilikooli ajaloos.
1802. aasta lopus Tartusse asudes ootas Halle iilikooli
kasvandikku ees lai t6opold: virske klassikalise filoloo-
gia, konekunsti, esteetika ning kunsti- ja kirjandusajaloo
professorina hakkas ta juhatama ka tlikooli raamatu-
kogu (1802-1839) ning kunstiajaloo opetamiseks rajatud
kunstimuuseumi (1803-1837). Lisaks osales Morgenstern
esimese pohikirja jt alusdokumentide koostamises ning
mitme komisjoni t66s, olles tiks pohifiguure ilikooli tege-
vuse kujundamisel esimestel aastakiimnetel.

Morgensterni kirg kunsti, selle kogumise ja ka joonistamise
vastu sai alguse juba lapsepélves. Tema eeskujud olid juris-
tist vanaisa Simon Morgenstern (1689-1747) ja meedikust
isa Friedrich Simon Morgenstern (1727-1782), kes molemad
harrastasid joonistamist. Isa kohta on teada, et ta kogus
maale ja graafikat ning osa talle kuulunud kunstiteoseid
joudis hiljem poja valdusse. Isiklikule kunstikogule pani
Karl Morgenstern aluse oma kooliajal. Tartus elades tdien-
das ta seda paralleelselt tilikooli kunstimuuseumi kogude
kujundamisega.

Morgensterni kunstikogu kohta pakuvad péhjalikku teavet
kaks kasikirjalist kataloogi, mille ta koostas 1830. aastate
I6pus pdrast emeriteerumist. Neid uurides on ndha, et
kollektsioon, mis sisaldas maale, graviiiire, joonistusi, gem-
mivalandeid, miinte, skulptuure jt kunstiparaseid esemeid,
oli korralikult siistematiseeritud tehnikate, koolkondade ja
zanrite jargi, nagu see tollal kombeks oli. Samal ajal mee-
nutab selle sisu vihemalt osaliselt omamoodi kurioosumite
kabinetti, kus teose kunstiviadrtusest mangis tahtsamat rolli
selle koht koguja minapildis, elukdigus ja malestustes.

Viaartuslikuma osa Morgensterni isiklikust kunstikogust
moodustas maalikogu, mis oli 19. sajandil Tartu suurim

mitteaadlile kuulunud erakogu. See sisaldas veidi tile
100 maali, nii originaalteoseid kui ka koopiaid alates
16. sajandist kuni 19. sajandi keskpaigani. Ulikoolile
parandatud maalidest on nuiidseks Eestisse jadnud
vaid moéni tksik, valdavalt tema portreed. Suurem osa
Morgensterni maalikogust on Venemaal, kuhu Tartu
Ulikooli varad evakueeriti esimese maailmaséja ajal, ning
praegu asub see Voronezi kunstimuuseumis.

Peaaegu tervikuna on siilinud aga Morgensterni joonis-
tuste kogu. Vérreldes maalikoguga on see tunduvalt
tagasihoidlikum, kuid sisaldab sellegipoolest ponevaid
nditeid 17.-19. sajandi joonistuskunstist. Vanemad teosed
parinevad 17. sajandi hollandi kunstnikelt, kelle joonistusi
voib Eestis kindlasti haruldaseks pidada. Samuti leidub
kogus toid 18.-19. sajandi Leipzigi ja Dresdeni kunstni-
kelt. Mitmega neist tutvus Morgenstern oma reisidel,
mille lahutamatu osa oli kunstigaleriides ja -kabinetti-
des kdimine ning erakollektsionddride ja kunstnikega
kohtumine. Midrkimisvadrne hulk teoseid périneb tema
lahikondsete ringist, kuhu kuulusid nii kunstiharrastaja-
test sobrad, tuttavad daamid kui ka tunnustatud kunstni-
kud, nagu vennad Karl Ferdinand ja Franz Gerhard von
Kiigelgenid, Carl Gotthard Grass ja Carl Timoleon von
Neff. Unustada ei maksa ka Morgensterni enda joonistusi
(tema enda sonutsi diletandi harjutusi), millest varasemad
parinevad iilikooliajast Halles, hilisemad 1830. aastatest.

Oma testamendis, millega Morgenstern pidrandas iili-
koolile oma rikkaliku raamatu- ja kisikirjakogu korval ka
maali-, graviitri-, gemmi- ja miindikogud, ei maini ta joo-
nistuste kogu eraldi. Nii voib oletada, et see oli tema jaoks
pigem isikliku, kui mitte 6elda sentimentaalse vddrtusega,
ja oleks sellisena voinud jadda ka perekonna valdusse.
Ometi andis Morgensterni lesk ka joonistused 1856. aastal
koos teiste kunstivaradega iilikoolile iile. Ténu sellele on
sailinud tiks vidike, kuid omandoline 18. ja 19. sajandi
vahetuse pildimaailm, kitsamalt Morgensterni timbritse-
nud kunstnike ringi iseloomustav erakollektsioon.

Karl Morgenstern 250

The album calendar for 2020 celebrates the 250th birthday
of Professor Johann Karl Simon Morgenstern (1770-1852),
the first director of the University of Tartu Library, by intro-
ducing a less known part of his voluminous legacy — the
paintings and drawings that once belonged to him.

Karl Morgenstern was a noteworthy personage not only in
the history of the university library but also in that of the
University of Tartu as a whole. When the graduate of the
University of Halle settled in Tartu late in 1802, much work
lay ahead of him: as the new professor of classical philology,
eloquence, aesthetics, and history of art and literature, he
also took over as the new head of both the university library
(1802-1839) and the university art museum (1803-1837),
the latter of which had been established for the purpose of
teaching art history. Besides, Morgenstern participated in
the drawing up of the first statutes and other basic docu-
ments and was active in several commissions, thus being one
of the key figures in shaping the university during the first
decades of its activity.

Morgenstern’s passion for art and art collecting as well as
for drawing began in his childhood. His examples were his
lawyer grandfather, Simon Morgenstern (1689-1747), and
his physician father, Friedrich Simon Morgenstern (1727-
1782), both of whom drew for pleasure. Morgenstern’s father
is known to have collected paintings and prints, and some of
the artworks that belonged to him subsequently came into
his son’s possession. Karl Morgenstern laid the foundations
of his personal art collection while he was still at school.
In Tartu, he supplemented his private collection simulta-
neously with developing the collections of the university’s art
museum.

Thorough information about Morgenstern’s art collection
can be found in two manuscript catalogues, which were com-
piled by him in the late 1830s after becoming an emeritus.
These reveal that his collection, which contained paintings,
prints, drawings, gem casts, coins, sculptures, and other
artistic objects, was properly systematized according to tech-
niques, schools, and genres, as was customary in those days.
At the same time, its content at least partially resembles a
cabinet of curiosities, where the position of an artwork in the
collector’s self-image as well as in his biography and memo-
ries was more important than its artistic value.

The most valuable part of Morgenstern’s personal art
collection was the collection of paintings, which was the
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largest private collection in 19th-century Tartu in possession
of a non-nobleman. It included slightly over 100 paintings,
both original works and copies, dating from the 16th to the
mid-19th centuries. Of the paintings bequeathed to the uni-
versity, very few, mostly his portraits, are still in Estonia
today. The majority of Morgenstern’s collection of pain-
tings is in Russia, where the property of the University of
Tartu was evacuated during World War I, and is now in the
Voronezh Art Museum.

Morgenstern’s collection of drawings, on the other hand, has
been preserved almost in its entirety. In comparison with his
collection of paintings, it is considerably more modest but
nevertheless contains exciting examples of the art of drawing
trom the 17th to the 19th centuries. The earliest works in the
collection are by 17th-century Dutch artists, whose drawings
can certainly be considered rarities in Estonian context. The
collection also contains works by artists active in Leipzig and
Dresden in the 18th and 19th centuries. Morgenstern made
the acquaintance of several of them during his travels, which
invariably involved visiting art galleries and cabinets as well
as meeting private collectors and artists. A considerable part
of the collection consists of works originating from his close
circle, which included his art lover friends and familiar
ladies as well as established artists such as the brothers Karl
Ferdinand and Franz Gerhard von Kiigelgen, Carl Gotthard
Grass, and Carl Timoleon von Neff. Neither should we forget
Morgenstern’s own drawings (‘dilettante’s exercises’, as he
called them). His early drawings were created in Halle while
he studied at the university there, whereas the later ones date
from the 1830s.

Karl Morgenstern’s will, by which he bequeathed to the
University of Tartu not only his rich collections of books
and manuscripts but also those of paintings, prints, gems,
and coins, does not specifically mention the collection
of drawings. Therefore, we can suppose that it had per-
sonal, not to say sentimental value for him and as such
could have remained in the family’s possession. Neverthe-
less, Morgenstern’s widow handed the drawings over to the
university along with other artworks in 1856, and conse-
quently the University of Tartu Library possesses a small
but original private collection that characterizes the pictorial
world at the turn of the 19th century, specifically the circle of
artists close to Karl Morgenstern.

Karl Morgensterni isa Friedrich Simon Morgenstern
(1727-1782) oli Magdeburgi linnaarst, kes avaldas muu
hulgas raamatu siinnitusabist ning kogus ja uuris tai-
mi (tema herbaarium asub Tartu Ulikooli botaanika-
aia kogudes). Lisaks oli ta kunstikoguja ja -harrastaja
ning see huvi kandus tle ka pojale, kes oli isa surres
kall vaid 11-aastane. Morgensterni kunstikogus on sdi-
linud moéni isa taimejoonistus ning kimmekond
guasstehnikas koopiat hollandi 17. sajandi vdikemeist-
rite maale reprodutseerivate gravitride jargi.

Karl Morgenstern’s father, Friedrich Simon Morgenstern
(1727-1782), was a city physician in Magdeburg, who,
among his other duties, published a book on childbirth
and collected plants for his herbarium (it is preserved in
the Botanical Gardens of the University of Tartu today).
Moreover, he was an art collector and an amateur artist,
and his interest in art was also transferred to his son,
although the latter was only 11 years old when his father
died. Karl Morgenstern’s collection includes a few botani-
cal drawings created by his father, and several gouache
paintings made after the prints that reproduce the pain-
tings of the 17th-century Little Dutch Masters.

Karl Morgensternile kuulunud joonistuste seas on
18. sajandi kunstikogujate maitse peegeldusena va-
lik pilte 17. sajandi hollandi ja flaami kunstnikelt
voi nende teoste koopiaid. Nende hulka kuulu-
vad kaks pagaritookoda kujutavat joonistust nime-
kalt Haarlemi kunstnikult Willem Buytewechilt
(1591/92-1624). Olustikupildid valmisid ettevalmis-
tusena graviirisarjale, mis jdi aga ilmumata.

As a reflection of the taste of 18th-century art collectors,
Karl Morgenstern’s collection contains a selection of
drawings by or after 17th-century Dutch and Flemish
artists.

These pictures of everyday life were created as prepara-
lory drawings for a print set that was never published.

Aastatel 18141841 Leipzigi kunstiakadeemiat juhti-
nud Veit Hans Schnorr von Carolsfeld (1764-1841)
tegutses aktiivselt raamatuillustraatorina, kelle t66-
de seas leidub rohkelt almanahhipilte ning tollal iili-
populaarsete saksa kirjanike, nagu Christoph Martin
Wielandi ja Friedrich Gottlieb Klopstocki teoste
illustratsioone. Karl Morgenstern ostis Schnorr
von Carolsfeldilt 1803. aastal mitu joonistust nii
kunstimuuseumi kuikaisiklikku kogusse. ,,Kuulutaja-
ingli“ eeskujuks on itaalia kuulsa barokkmaalija,
19. sajandi vahetusel endiselt armastatud Guido

Veit Hans Schnorr von Carolsfeld (1764—-1841), the
director of the Leipzig Art Academy from 1814 to 1841,
was a productive book illustrator who decorated various
publications, starting from small almanacs and ending
with works by famous German writers of the period, such
as Christoph Martin Wieland and Friedrich Gottlieb
Klopstock. In 1803 Karl Morgenstern purchased several
drawings both for the university museum as well as for his
private collection from Schnorr von Carolsfeld. The head
of the angel is a copy after the Annunciation (1628-1629;
Pinacoteca Crvica, Ascoli Piceno) by the famous Italian
Baroque painter Guido Reni (1575-1642), an artist who
was still held in high esteem at the turn of the 19th century.
The copies of the painting were spread around Europe.
Compared to the original painting, the picture is a mirror
image, which suggests that Schnorr von Carolsfeld made
the drawing after a print.

Itaalia renessansskunstniku Raffaeli (1483-1520) loo-
mingut on Karl Morgenstern tutvustanud arvukates
kirjatoodes: esimene artikkel ,,Sixtuse madonnast®
(1812-1813; Staatliche Kunstsammlungen, Dresden)
ilmus 1798. aastal, koige pohjalikum analtis
1809. aastal Pariisis nihtud , Issanda muutmisest®
(1816-1820; Vatikani muuseumid) 1822. aastal
raamatuna ,Uber Rafael Sanzio’s Verklarung®.
Koopiaid ja reprodutseerivaid graviitire Raffaeli
maalidest kogus ta hoolikalt nii tlikooli kunsti-
muuseumi kui ka isiklikku kogusse. Lisaks leidub
tema erakogus mitu Raffaeli portreed. 2020. aasta
aprillis m66dub Raffaeli surmast 500 aastat.

Karl Morgenstern introduced the paintings by the Italian
Renaissance painter Raphael (1483—-1520) in many of
his writings. His first article about the Sistine Madonna
(1812-1813;  Staatliche Kunstsammlungen, Dresden)
appeared in 1798, and a comprehensive survey of the
Transfiguration (1816—-1820; Vatican Museums), seen
in Paris in 1809, was published as a book entitled Uber
Rafael Sanzio’s Verkldrung in 1822. Morgenstern care-
fully assembled the copies and reproductive prints after
Raphael’s paintings both for the university museum and
for his private collection. In addition, his own collection
includes several portraits of Raphael. April 2020 marks
the 500th anniversary of Raphael’s death.

Saksa kirja- ja riigimehe Johann Wolfgang von
Goethe (1849-1832) loomepirandisse kuulub sadu
joonistusi, millest suurema osa moodustavad reisi-
del Sveitsi ja Itaaliasse valminud maastikuvaated.
Sitsiilias viibis Goethe 1787. aastal, kuid nagu on
vaidetud pildi taha kirjutatud tekstil, on see
pildike Sitsiilia rannikust valminud malestusena
vahetult pdrast reisi. Goethe joonistuse oman-
das Karl Morgenstern koos teise sarnase teosega
1814. aastal viirst Reuss-Kostritzi kunstikogu oks-
jonilt Geras.

The creative output of the German writer and statesman
Johann Wolfgang von Goethe (1849—-1832) contains hund-
reds of drawings, mostly landscapes created on his travels
to Switzerland and Italy. In 1787 Goethe stayed in Sicily;
however, the text on the back of the frame claims that
the picture of the Sicilian coast was made from memory
immediately after the trip. Karl Morgenstern acquired
the drawing at the auction of Prince Reuss-Kostritz’s art
collection in Gera in 1814 together with a similar work.

1824) oli oma aja tuntumaid maastikumaalijaid.
Loomeaastate eri etappidel on ta maastikke kuju-
tanud nii idealiseerivas, idillilises kui ka realistli-
kus votmes. Karl Morgensterni kogusse kuulunud
lamburistseen on tdendoliselt valminud 18. sajandi
viimastel kimnenditel, mil tinu Sveitsi poeedi
ja kunstniku Salomon Gessneri idullidele tousid
kunstis taas esile pastoraalipildid.

The Dresden-based artist Johann Christian Klengel
(1751-1824) was one of the most prominent landscape
painters of his day. In different periods of his creative
activity, he depicted landscape i idealistic, idyllic, or
realistic manner. The shepherd scene that belonged to
Morgenstern was probably made during the last decades
of the 18th century, when pastoral pictures, inspired by the
idylls of Salomon Gessner, became popular in art again.

Karl Morgensternil oli juba noore mehena suur unis-
tus — grand tour Itaalias, et tutvuda sealsete antiik-
milestiste ja kuulsate kunstiteostega. Unistus sai
teoks 1809. aastal, mil Morgenstern kiis Veneetsias,
Firenzes, Roomas, Parmas, Napolis jt Itaalia lin-
nades. Guas$maali Kesk-Itaalia kuurortlinna Gaeta
vaatega tol aga suveniirina kaasa baltisaksa eruoh-
vitser Gerhard von Reutern (1784-1865), kes reisis
Itaalias 1820. aastal ning pithendus hiljem ka ise
maalikunstile.

Already as a young man, Karl Morgenstern had a big
dream — to make a grand tour of Italy to see the sites of clas-
sical antiquity and the famous artworks. This dream came
true in 1809, when Morgenstern visited Venice, Florence,
Rome, Parma, Naples, and other Italian cities. However,
the gouache painting of the seaside resort Gaeta in Central
Italy was brought back as a sowvenir by the retired Baltic
German officer Gerhard von Reutern (1784-1865), who
travelled in Italy in the 1820s and later became an artist
himself.

Daniel Caffé (1750-1815) alustas portreede maali-
mist isedppijana, kuid 32-aastaselt asus ta teadmisi
omandama Dresdeni kunstiakadeemiasse. 1792. aas-
tast elas Caffé Leipzigis, kus tiitis pastelltehnikas
portreetellimusi. Ka 1798. aasta kevadel loodud
27-aastase Karl Morgensterni portree on tehtud pas-
tellvirvidega ja kujutab unistavat noormeest, kies
Platoni teoste koide, vaatamas lootusrikkalt tuleviku
poole. 1794. aastal oli Morgenstern kaitsnud Halle
iilikoolis doktori- ja habilitatsiooniviitekirjad, milles
analiiiisis Platoni ,,Riiki“ moraalifilosoofia vaate-
nurgast.

Daniel Caffé (1750-1815) started painting portraits
as a self-taught artist, but at the age of 32 he entered
the Dresden Art Academy. From 1792 Caffé lived in
Leipzig, where he fulfilled portrait commissions in pastel
technique. The portrait of Karl Morgenstern from 1798 is
also a pastel painting; it depicts a dreaming young man
holding a volume of Plato’s works in his hand and look-
ing hopefully towards the future. In 1794 at the Univer-
sity of Halle, Morgenstern had defended his doctoral and
habilitation theses, which analysed Plato’s Republic from
the aspect of moral philosophy.

Joonistajana ennast tagasihoidlikult diletandiks ja
asjaarmastajaks nimetanud Karl Morgensterni enda
piltidest on huvipakkuvamad kodulinna Tartu, suvi-
tuskoha Kadrioru ja abikaasa Wilhelmine (Minna)
von Lesedowi perekonnale kuulunud Kulina moisa
vaated aastatest 1816-1836. Morgensterni koduaed
asus Vana (Ulikooli) ja Kitsa tinava nurgal, mitte
kaugel Tartu Ulikooli raamatukogu praegusest
hoonest. Varem tilikooli arhitektile Johann Wilhelm
Krausele kuulunud maja, mille Morgenstern ostis
endale 1830. aastal, hivis teises maailmasojas.

The most interesting among the drawings by Karl
Morgenstern, who modestly called himself ‘a dilettante
draughtsmanr’, are the views of his hometown Tartu,
his summer resort Kadriorg, and Kulina Manor, which
belonged to the family of his wife, Wilhelmine (Minna)
von Lesedow; all these date from the years 1816—1836.
Morgenstern’s home garden was located on the corner
of Vana (Ulikooli) and Kitsas Streels, nol far from the
present building of the university library. The house, which
Sformerly belonged to the university’s architect Johann
Wilhelm Krause, was purchased by Morgenstern in 1830;
it was destroyed in World War 11.

Saksamaalt siiamaile rdannanud maastikumaalija,
Vene keisrite 6uemaalijana to6tanud Karl Ferdinand
von Kiigelgeniga (1772-1832) tutvus Karl Morgenstern
pdrast Tartusse asumist ning sellega sai alguse nende
eluaegne séprus. Ulikooli kunstimuuseumisse ostis
Morgenstern temalt maastikumaale ja litograafiaid,
Morgensterni isiklikus kogus on Kiigelgenilt kaks tema
varase loomingu hulka kuuluvat suuremoo6tmelist see-
piajoonistust: Itaalia vaade ja iidne metsamaastik vana
laulikuga, mis viitab 18. sajandi teisel poolel levinud
romantilisele vaimustusele muistse bardi Ossiani lau-
ludest.

Karl Morgenstern was introduced to Karl Ferdinand
von Kiigelgen (1772-1832) — a landscape painter from
Germany who was working as a court painter for Rus-
sian emperors — after he had settled down in Tartu, and
this marked the beginning of their lifelong friendship.
Morgenstern purchased Kiigelgens landscape paintings
and lithographs for the university’s art museum. In his
private collection, Morgenstern had two large sepia
drawings from Kiigelgen’s early period: an Italian land-
scape, and an old-growth forest landscape with an aged
poet, which reflects the widespread Romantic enthusiasm
for the songs of the ancient bard Ossian in the second half
of the 18th century.

Hyacinth, who has accidentally been hit and killed in their
discus throw competition. This outline drawing, received
as a gift from the author, was created as a design for a
reproductive print.

Baltisaksa aadlidaam Anna Sophie von Stackelberg
(1775-1828) oli pdrit Zoege von Manteuffelite pere-
konnast, kus poorati laste kunstiande arendamisele
suurt tihelepanu ning neile palgati tunde andma
Saksamaalt siiamaile rannanud kunstnikke, nagu
Gottlieb Christian Welté ja Franz Gerhard von
Kiigelgen. 1792. aastal baltisaksa moisniku Gustav
Adolf von Stackelbergiga abiellunud andekas
joonistaja Anna Sophie oli siiddamelihedane ka Karl
Morgensternile. Tema seepiajoonistus, millel on
kopeeritud pisikest almanahhipilti Adriaen van
der Werffi maalist (1715; Staatliche Kunsthalle,
Karlsruhe), rippus Morgensterni kodus raamatu-
kogutoa seinal, kus leidus teisigi joonistamist har-
rastanud daamidelt kingituseks saadud pildikesi.

Anna Sophie von Stackelberg (1775-1828), a Baltic
German mnoble lady, was born into the Zoege von
Manteuffel family, where great attention was paid to the
development of the children’s artistic skills. Therefore,
drawing teachers from Germany, like Gotilieb Christian
Welté and Franz Gerhard von Kiigelgen, were hired to
give them drawing lessons. Karl Morgenstern had a great
fondness for Anna Sophie, who married the Baltic German
lord of the manor Gustav Adolf von Stackelberg in 1792.
Her sepia drawing, which was copied after an almanac
illustration after Adriaen van Werff’s painting (1715;
Staatliche Kunsthalle, Karlsruhe), hung on the wall of the
library room in Morgenstern’s home, where other drawings
presented by female amateur artists had found their place
as well.

Uheskoos
rindasid Grass ja Krause aastatel 17961797 Sveitsis. Selle reisi jaidvus-
tustena joudis Morgensterni kogusse paarkiimmend akvarelli.

Carl Golthard Grass (1767-1814), a poet and painter from Dzérbene, Livonia,
followed the example of his father and studied theology at the University
of Jena for a few years, but then dedicated himself completely to fine arts.
From 1803 Grass lived in Rome, and in 1809 he got acquainted with Karl
Morgenstern, who was travelling there. Grass’ name was already familiar to
Morgenstern through Johann Wilhelm Krause, the university’s first architect,
who had been Grass’ close friend since the 1790s. Grass and Krause travelled
together in Switzerland in the years 1796—-1797. Around 20 pictures recording
this trip have reached Morgenstern’s collection.

Karl Morgensterni on portreteeritud paljudel maalidel ja litograa-
fiatel. Hiliseim neist on baltisaksa maalikunstniku Carl Timoleon von
Neffi (1804-1977) maal, mis portreteerib teda juba eaka, 80-aastase
emeriitprofessorina. Karl Ferdinand von Kiigelgeni kunagine 6pilane,
1849. aastal Peterburi kunstiakadeemia professoriks saanud Neff on
kujutanud Morgensterni istumas talle omases keskkonnas, timbritse-
tuna raamatutest ja kunstist.

Karl Morgenstern has been portrayed in many paintings and lithographs. The
latest of these is the painting by the Baltic German artist Carl Timoleon von
Neff (1804-1977), which portrays him as an aged, 80-year-old professor emeri-
tus. Neff, Karl Ferdinand von Kiigelgen’s former apprentice and, from 1849,
a professor at the St. Petersburg Academy of Arts, has depicted Morgenstern in
surroundings that are very characteristic of him — in the middle of books and art.
