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The Bavarian State Library





• founded 1558
• central regional and archival library of Bavaria (legal deposit since 1668)
• universal library

• 9.8 million volumes, 59,700 current periodicals, 1.1 million E-Books 
– 93,600 manuscripts, 20,000 incunabula 

• ca. 800 employees 

The Bavarian State Library 

• ca. 800 employees 
• acquisition per year: 138,000 volumes

• special collection fields (with function of a National Library):  
– 16th Century printed books (140,000 items)
– history, classical antiquity, Eastern Europe, music, information sciences 

(supported by the German Research Association)

East European Research in Germany

• about 40 universities teaching subjects related to Eastern Europe 
(history, slavistics, politics , folk-culture, art …)

• more than 20 non-university research institutions dealing with 
Eastern, Southeastern and Central Eastern Europe (mostly historical Eastern, Southeastern and Central Eastern Europe (mostly historical 
research)
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establishment of virtual services for East European Studies in the BSB

• Since the 1990ies virtual services for the Special Collections were
established and partly funded by the German Research Foundation
(DFG), e.g.
– new acquisitions databases
– digitization of printed books
– born digital projects
– catalogues of internet resources
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– catalogues of internet resources
– …

• Beginning 2000 virtual services were extended and bundled in so 
called „Subject oriented virtual libraries“ funded by the DFG 
ViFaOst online since 2003
(including a few digitized publications
and born digital publications)

> more and more digitized books
> more and more requests for digital publication

goals and principles

• for users / academics worldwide:
– provide them with fast and direct access to (important) academic 

publications online 
– provide full text search facilities for these publications

• Individual authors: monographs published between 1966 and 1994 in 
Germany
– legal possibility for authors to claim digital exploitation rights for these

publications up to the end of 2008

– In November / December 2008 the library contacted 100 authors of– In November / December 2008 the library contacted 100 authors of
important publications

› asking them for permission to include their works in OstDok
› supplying them with letters

» informing the publisher that they claim digital eploitation rights
» granting the Bavarian state library non exclusive right of

exploitation in digital form 

• >>problems with second authors, publishers and images
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80 authors answered and agreed !!

• born digitals published by the partners (for OstDok):
– „book series“: very good master-theses (Collegium Carolinum)
– conference proceedings and monographs edited by the partner-

institution
– conference proceedings, dissertations, other monographs

› quality selection: editorial team consisting of all partner institutions
» what license? Creative commons?» what license? Creative commons?
» commercial exploitation of possible print-version/ print on 

demand
› offer of technical support for born digital journals
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Content acquisition 
3. born digitals 

– Publications on certain  historical events on which research is being 
done becaus of aniversaries (thematic portals): 

› 1913-2013: Balcan wars
› 1914- 2014 First world war
› 1415 – 2015 Jan Hus

• existing born digitals from other institutions and institutional repositories 
(serial publications and monographs)

• research data (primarily from German non-univeristy-institutions)
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conclusions

• success of the project:
– usage (statistics: about 200 visits /150 visitors daily)
– closer cooperation with research institues (and pulishers)

• but: content: 90% of the content under copyright is from Germany • but: content: 90% of the content under copyright is from Germany 
(>> partners, legal knowledge …)

>> cooperation with repositories or research institutions from East 
European countries

• Founded in 2001, Creative Commons (CC) is a non-profit organization[37] which aims to facilitate the legal 
sharing of creative works. To this end the organization provides a number of copyright license options to the 
public, free of charge. These licenses allow copyright holders to define conditions under which others may use a 
work and to specify what types of use are acceptable.[37] Terms of use have traditionally been negotiated on an 
individual basis between copyright holder and potential licensee. Therefore, a general CC license outlining which 
rights the copyright holder is willing to waive enables the general public to use such works more freely. Six 
general types of CC licenses are available. These are based upon copyright holder stipulations such as whether 
he or she is willing to allow modifications to the work, whether he or she permits the creation of derivative works he or she is willing to allow modifications to the work, whether he or she permits the creation of derivative works 
and whether he or she is willing to permit commercial use of the work.[38] As of 2009 approximately 130 million 
individuals had received such licenses
